Enrollment Update/Future Scheduling

The department’s fill-rate reached 111.5% with a total of 1,271 students.  This total does not include distance education numbers which were also very high according to L. Houske and E. Munoz.  E. Munoz reported that he has a student in his distance education course who is in Tokyo and noted that he has had students in the past who are either out of the country or in other areas of the country.

The department continues to offer all of the courses listed for the program on a rotational pattern.  With reduction in section offerings, there will be no Friday evening offering of Political Science 1.  And, there are no 8-week offerings of the same course but may be considered in the near future.

Curriculum and SLOs

The department is continuing to update all of their courses.  Beverly will advise faculty of what courses need to be updated.  E. Antoine and E. Shadish plan to write a political philosophy course which will serve the needs of students majoring in Political Science who wish to transfer to a UC campus.  Currently, students have been attending Santa Monica College to fulfill that requirement.

The department has completed a program level SLO and is in the process of completing course level ones for Political Science 3 and 8.  The dean requested that completed SLOs be submitted to the division office as well.

Course Audit List Update
The department reviewed the existing audit list on file in Admissions and Records and recommended that Political Science 2 (currently not available for audit) be placed on the open list of courses available for auditing by students.
Plan Builder

G. Miranda reported that all department recommendations from program review were entered into the 2008-2009 plan builder.  She also reported that the division council prioritized goals for 2009-2010 which also have been entered into plan builder.
