The letter must be on organization 
letterhead with an original signature and must include applicant’s name, start date and end date (if applicable), 
employee status (full-time/part-time),, number of hours worked per week ( or total hours from/to date), job title, 
department if applicable, and examples of duties including patient interaction.

2. Grade point average in relevant course work – Maximum Points = 50 
 
2a.   Minimum 2.5 GPA in Science 

Prerequisites:  Anatomy, Physiology, and 
Microbiology. 

No more than one repeat of any substandard grade in 
the basic science prerequisite will be allowed within 7 
years of the application filing date.

Official transcripts (in original sealed/unopened envelope) for all lower and upper division courses completed at any and all 
regionally accredited U.S. institutions, regardless of applicability to nursing requirements will be required.  Transcripts will not 
be required for courses completed at ECC.  All transcripts from outside the United States must be evaluated by an ECC-
approved foreign evaluation service. 
Courses completed at other regionally accredited United States colleges or universities must be equivalent to El Camino College 
courses.  For determination of course equivalency, official transcripts AND course descriptions for prerequisite courses will 
be required.  All prerequisite courses must be completed with a grade of “C” or better and the final grade must be posted on the 
transcript.  For any course in which a grade of “C” or better was earned, the EARLIEST course grade will be utilized.  
Failure to submit transcripts with all grades posted will result in disqualification from the application process.    
Course descriptions for prerequisite courses only must accompany the academic transcript for the purpose of determining 
course equivalency. Course descriptions must come from the specific catalog year in which the course was taken and may be 
obtained from the college catalog where courses were taken or may be available at http://www.collegesource.org/. No course 
descriptions are required for prerequisites completed at El Camino College.

3h.  Veteran status  5 Copy of Defense Department Form 214  (DD 214) Honorable Discharge required. 
 

4.  Proficiency or advanced level coursework in languages other than English – Maximum Points = 5 Points 
 
Proficiency in a language other than English 5 points Official transcript from a U.S. regionally accredited college or university verifying four (4) semesters of foreign language – OR –  

Verification of proficiency – Complete the ADN Admission Supporting Documentation Form  
 

5. Approved diagnostic Assessment Tool Maximum points  = 25 
Assessment/readiness test results.  Only the first 
passing score will be counted towards ranking.  
Students may retest within one year of a 
previous test if they provide proof of 
successfully completing remedial courses.
