It is very important that you follow the instructions below to transfer your 1-20 to El
Camino College from your current school. It is your responsiblity to turn in the
required documentation to complete the transfer at your current school.

*El Camino College cannot transfer your 1-20 for you.*

1. Take your El Camino College acceptance letter and Transfer Approval Form
(SEE LAST PAGE OF THIS PACKET) to the student advisor at your current school.

2. Complete "Section A" of the Transfer Approval Form.

3. Have the student advisor at your current school complete "Section B" and return the
form to the EI Camino College ISP office as soon as possible.

4. Complete any additional steps and paperwork necessary at your current school to
transfer your 1-20.

This is required to make sure that your I-20 is transferred electronically in SEVIS to
El Camino College in a timely manner.

* While EI Camino College does not require international students to submit immunization/
shot records at this time, we recommend that you get vaccinated for mumps and rubella
before coming to the US. Hepatitis B and Meningitis vaccines are also strongly
recommended.

Health Insurance

United States Citizenship and Immigration Service (USCIS) requires all international students
to maintain mandatory medical insurance for the duration of their studies. El Camino
College has contracted student insurance specifically for the needs of our international
students. The cost is estimated at $1300.00 per year ($648.50 per semester-Fall and Spring)
and begins either January 1st or July 1st depending upon which semester you begin your
studies. The insurance has no deductible and, in many cases, may cover 100% of expenses
following satisfaction of any applicable co-payment. *See the next page for coverage
information.

While international students can use their home

driver’s license if it is valid, it can only be used for
the first couple months after you arrive in the U.S.
If you plan on driving a motor vehicle while here,
you will be expected to have a California driver’s
license. You cannot drive in California with an
International Driving Permit. To acquire a California
Driver’s License, you must pass a written exam and
a driving exam at the Department of Motor
Vehicles (DMV).

HOW TO...

MAINTAIN YOUR STUDENT F-1 STATUS

To maintain legal F-1 student status at EIl Camino College, you are required to:
e Complete the mandatory visa check-in and attend the new international student orientation.

¢ Maintain full-time enrollment which is a minimum of 12 units per semester (Fall and Spring). You MUST
have AT LEAST 9 units per semester (Fall and Spring) of on-campus instruction.

e Conform to regulations for travel outstide of the U.S. and keep your passport valid for six months
beyond the program start date.

e Accept no off-campus employment; work no more than twenty hours per week on campus while
attending school on a full-time basis.

¢ Notify the International Student Programs office BEFORE you transfer to another US institution. You must
fill out transfer documentation and turn in an acceptance letter for your new school or we will be unable
to transfer your 1-20.

e Leave the US, transfer to another US school, or do Optional Practical Training (OPT) post-graduation
within SIXTY DAYS after the completion of your program.

e Request an extension of your I-20 if you need additional time to complete the coursework for your
program of study. Your I-20 cannot expire while you are studying at El Camino College.
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Frequently Asked Questions

What is an 1-20?

The 1-20 form is the document you need from El Camino College in order to apply for your F-1 student visa at the US
Embassy located in your home country. You will also need to present your I-20 form at the US border along with your F-1
visa and other supporting documents in order to be able to enter the U.S. as an F-1 student.

How do | make my visa interview appointment?

To make an appointment at a U.S. Consulate visit www.usembassy.gov. Be sure to complete all required forms and
pay the required fees before your visa appointment. Learn more at:

What happens if my visa is denied?

If you receive a visa denial, request a denial letter from the US Consulate so that you will understand why your visa was
denied. The main reason visas are denied for the U.S. is failure of the applicant to prove they have permanent ties to their
home country.

How do | register for and pay for my classes?

After you complete math and English placement testing, you will then meet with an academic counselor to determine
course placement. Once you have your educational plan for the semester, you will be able to register for classes. If you
are coming from another country to El Camino College, you will do these steps at orientation. You will pay tuition and fees
AFTER you are registered to classes.

Do F-1 students need health insurance to study at ECC?
All F-1 Visa students are required to purchase El Camino College designated health insurance. You can find more about
the insurance company at their website www.lewermark.com/elcamino. The cost of the health insurance is currently
$1,300* per calendar year (12 months). *Lewermark Insurance may change this rate at any time.

Can | waive the El Camino College student health insurance?
No. All F-1 students are required to purchase the EI Camino College designated health insurance; student health
insurance waivers are not accepted.

How can my dependents (spouse and children) come with me to the US?
Only a spouse and/or child(ren) under the age of 21 can accompany you as a dependent. Parents, grandparents, and
other relatives are not eligible to come to the U.S. with you as your F-1 dependent.

What do I need to do once | reach the US?
Upon arrival to the U.S., you must check in to the ISP office at EI Camino College within 10 days of arrival.

How can | update my address and phone number?
It is required that international students report a change of address within 10 days of moving to the ISP office.

Where can | find information about housing and living in California?

Although El Camino College does not provide housing for students, we hope to ensure that our students have information
about housing options to assist in their housing search. We suggest students start the search for housing options several
months before their expected move in date. Please see the housing information page (pg.13) in this booklet.

Can my visa expire while | am in the United States?

Yes, you can remain in the United States on an expired Visa as long as you have a valid I-20. If you need to exit the
country, you will need to renew your Visa before you can re-enter the US. However, your passport cannot expire while
you are in the US.
