
Board Policy 3750      Use of Copyrighted Materials 

 

The Board of Trustees of El Camino College requires compliance with the provisions of 
the U.S. Copyright law (Title 17); Digital Millennium Copyright Act; Technology 
Education and Copyright harmonization Act (TEACH Act); laws governing Peer-to-Peer 
file sharing (P2P) and all other legislation governing the maintenance of the highest 
ethical standards in the use of copyrighted material.  The /Superintendent/President or 
designee shall establish procedures for compliance and provide informational and 
training programs to help faculty and staff comply with copyright laws.  All members of 
the ECC community are prohibited from violation of these provisions, including but not 
limited to, copying or disseminating materials not specifically allowed by the copyright 
laws, fair use guidelines, licenses, contractual agreements, district procedures, or other 
permissions. 
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
