Before the committee gets the
report, we will have to organize/narrow it down to a meaningful prioritized list.

e Jorge —we are in the design phase for the traffic light at Lot F. This was one of the
settlement agreement with the neighbor. At the time when we put in the traffic, we will be
fixing the sidewalk (currently there is none). Ann will forward the contact at the County.

0 We have hired a sustainability consultant and they will be three sessions this fall
with all of the groups on campus.
