
































ENROLLMENT BY RESIDENCE

From 2006-2007 to 2008-2009, over half of students enrolled at the ECC Compton
Center lived within the Compton Community College District. Beginning in 2009-
2010, there has been a decrease in the number of students who resideithin the
district and a sharp increase in the students who live beyond 7.5 miles of the Center.
This shift is most likely the result of students being diverted to the ECC Compton
Center by enrollment constraints at UC, Cal States and other local community
colleges. In addition, this shift may also be a reflection of the increase of El Camino
College studentsvho are simultaneously enrolling at the ECC Compton Center in the
same term.
