Overview of Institutional Effectiveness Indicators

In response to budget legislation passed in 2014, the California Community Colleges
Chancellor’s Office developed a framework of Institutional Effectiveness (IE) indicators for all
colleges systemwide. The IE indicators consist of district and college performance measures
related to fiscal viability, accreditation status, compliance with state and federal guidelines, and
student performance. Indicators consist of performance rates from the past five years along
with short-term and long-term goals established by each college through a local consultative
process (see Appendix). More information about the Institutional Effectiveness Indicators can
be found on the Chancellor’s Office website. The Chancellor’s Office also hosts an online

Institutional Effectiveness Indicator Portal in which the public may access information related to

each college’s performance.

El Camino College Compton Center has developed, adopted, and publicly posted its indicator
report (i.e., the present document) per California Education Code §84754.6. Compton Center
has reported short-term (1-year) and long-term (6-year) targets for all required goals, as well as

some of the optional goals. Many IE Indicators mirror Compton Center’s own set of
Institutional Effectiveness Qutcomes, which are part of the current Strategic Plan (Board Policy
1200). The most recent performance information for El Camino College Compton Center is

reported below, beginning with the College Indicators and followed by the District Indicators.
Definitions for each indicator are provided along with tables depicting historical trends and
current goals.
