A "crash car" that was involved in an alcohol-related accident will also be parked on
campus, delivering a strong visual impact to students as they observe first hand, the
direct result of driving under the influence.

DUI Taskforce will sponsor this event. Members of the 12 South Bay police agencies will
be on hand to talk to students and provide valuable information about the dangers

and consequences of driving under the influence. Mothers Against Drunk Driving
(MADD) will also participate and present their perspective on the subject.

Other displays on the Library Lawn and throughout the campus will serve as informative,
direct warnings about driving under the influence.
