She is the co-author of “Exploring Art: A Global, Thematic Approach,” an award-
winning art appreciation text used in the art departments of numerous colleges. Lazzari is
also one of three authors of “Drawing: A Sketch and Textbook.” Her single-author text,
“The Practical Handbook for the Emerging Artist,” has been used by countless artists as a
guide to aid their individual professional practice.

Lazzari's exuberant work and life-affirming outlook is an inspiration to many.
