Students can also join college and university
field trips, gain access to designated learning
labs, counseling, academic advisement, tutor-
ing, and dial into a variety of additional support
services such as EOP&S. This is a complete sup-
port system, ready to help — you will not be
alone in your educational journey.

To apply, incoming freshmen must have a 2.5
high school grade point average or better; a
minimum of nine A-G requirements fulfilled, and

successful completion of Algebra 2 and English
12. An assessment test is also required.
