The Student and Community Advancement Area Council meeting of April 11, 2007 convened at 10:35am in Administration 127.

Responsibilities of Area Council Members
1. In response to a question from Lisa Raufman, Jeanie Nishime will provide information concerning the role and responsibility of each Area Council member.  

2. Deans and Directors of Student and Community Advancement will be asked to provide a representative to the Council if their division is not represented.  

3. Mattie Eskridge will provide a listing of representatives for review at the next scheduled meeting.
4. Jeanine Nishime will regularly share information from College Council meetings.

Compton Center

1. Tom Henry, the Special Trustee for the El Camino College Compton Center’s tenure will end in June.  Peter Landsberger will assume the responsibilities as the Special Trustee. He is appointed by the Chancellor’s Office.  
2. The Compton Community College District is still in existence with a special elected board.  However, there is no longer a Compton College because of the loss of accreditation.  
3. The Compton District is responsible for the hiring of staff to fill vacant district positions and they are considered Compton District employees.  The hiring process that is used is from El Camino College. 
4. The Fiscal Crisis & Management Assistant Team (FCMAT) grid will be discussed at the Area Council’s next scheduled meeting.

5. Persons with questions concerning the report should contact FCMAT.
6. The El Camino College Compton Center is undergoing two audits at this time:  1) FCMAT and 2) a financial audit.  Jeanine Nishime will provide a report on the frequency of the audits.

Student Services Center Building
Jeanie Nishime outlined and discussed the following issues regarding the new Student Services Center Building:
1. A meeting is scheduled with the Student Services Center Building architects on April 23, 2007.  The following issues are still being discussed::

· Availability of space for each office in the building

· Individual/private office space for the counselors

· The architects will schedule a tour of other buildings and El Camino will be invited to visit to see if these office models can be used for the new Student Services Center Building.

· Counselors prefer private offices and have rejected the idea of “cubicles”.  

· There will not be floor to ceiling stationary walls.  

· The previous design of the building exceeded the dollar amount allocated for the building

· There is a new completion date for the building.  Further information will be brought back to the Council regarding the new date.

· Bill Mulrooney and Leonid Rachman will meet to discuss the space allocated for International Students.

An update of the new building will be provided at the next meeting.

Career Center versus Career Placement
There was discussion concerning the history of the Career Center and Career Placement and the reason for the change in the name.  Career Placement Center was originally the Job Placement Center.  Students are confused about the use of the two names.  The desire is to change back to the use of Job Placement Center.  Jeanie Nishime stated that if it is the desire to change the name back to Job Placement, a proposal would need to be prepared and sent to her and the matter would be discussed in Cabinet.  If approved by the Cabinet the item will then go to the Board of Trustees for final approval to change the name.
Teleconferencing
Lisa Raufman reported on her concerns regarding the effectiveness of a teleconference, which is scheduled during the month of May on campus entitled “Way to Work”.  The satellite hook-up is in Library 202, and there was concern about the satellite reception in the Alondra Room. Following an evaluation of the situation, a way has been determined to make it work.  It is, however, recommended that some consideration be given to upgrading the equipment. 
Internships
The Council discussed the purpose of the internship program and the connection with classes.  It was explained that internship programs were originally a part of cooperative career education, which is now the Human Development 12 class, a five-week course.  Students who are interested in internship programs normally enroll in this class.  Internships are regularly offered for art, music, and entertaining.  John Weitzel, Internship Coordinator, in Career Placement Services can be contacted for leads regarding internships.  
Team Reports
1. International Students – Susan Nickle reported International Students is considering the use of an Agent for international recruiting.  The problem is that El Camino does not have name recognition in some of the areas. The agent will represent El Camino College in the country targeted for recruiting.  Bill Mulrooney and Leonid Rachman are developing a plan to submit to Jeanie Nishime.  The aim is to increase F-1 student enrollment to 1,000 or more.

2. The Vice Presidents are preparing their reports on staffing needs for their Areas to bring to the Cabinet for review.

3. Michelle Arthur reported on the following:

· Now reviewing summer and fall classes for the Inglewood Center.

· Attended the South Bay job fair.  Over 800 high schools were represented.

· Attended Inglewood Town Hall Meeting.  Noted that comment was made, “It’s about time El Camino is working with the Inglewood schools.”  It was pointed out that in view of this comment El Camino College has done a lot to work with the feeder schools.  We need to publish more of the things we are doing.  

· The Hollywood Park Race Track has been sold and is now under development by the City of Inglewood.  Four acres have been set aside for civic use.  El Camino College is seeking a presence in the area.

· The Inglewood Center lease is up at the end of the year.  The aim is to have swing space at the new Hollywood Park area. 

4. Espe Corrado reported on the following:

· Women in Technology (WIT) will tour the Honeywell facility later this month.  

· The WIT program is now located in Tech Arts Room 204.  

· Career in Technical Services sponsored a Space Day – Onizuka.  

· Community Education sponsored another soccer camp.

· Career Expo will be held April 26, 2007.

5. Marguerite Fisher reported:

· Beginning mid-term classes next week.  Lots of interest from students who want to register.

6. Maryann Cohan reported:

· The kick-off Breakfast for the Work Ready Certificate program was successful. The Work Ready Certificate is based on the WorkKeys System, a nationally recognized job analysis, skills assessment and training program that accurately measures an individual’s skills and competency levels required for successful job performance.  The Work Ready Certificate documents a job candidate’s competency.  Excellent feedback from neighboring businesses and schools. John Means, Dean of Community Advancement was interviewed by CNN television.  A CD will be provided of the interview.  Ann Garten will be contacted to give her information about the Work Ready Certificate program for publication.  Other cities in Los Angeles are preparing to become a part of the program.  

          7.  Lisa Raufman reported:

· The Transfer Conference is scheduled April 11.  About 25 colleges and universities are expected to participate.  
           8.  Junnette Fariolen reported:

· The Spring Evening Fair will be held April 26, 2007.

Jeanie Nishime stated that all events where members of the Board of Trustees are invited should be sent to Ann Garten at least one month before the event.  An e-mail is not an invitation to a board member.  The invitation must be formal.  Ann Garten can be e-mailed about the event and indicated that the formal invitation is forthcoming.  

Jeanine Nishime reported that a notice was received from the Chancellor’s Office that El Camino College’s grade appeals procedure requires another review as it is not consistent with Title 5.  There must be formal compliance and the issues are to be addressed immediately. The Chancellor’s Office has requested documentation of our progress by April 30 that the Catalog and Schedule of Classes must be revised accordingly.  Revisions to the Board Policy and Procedures must be completed no later than June 30.  Our current procedures state only one reason for a grade change:  error.  There are four reasons for a grade change which El Camino College’s policy and procedures must address:  error, fraud, bad faith, misrepresentation.
