A scheduled meeting of the Student Services Area Council convened at 9:05am in Administration 127.

The Minutes of April 15, 2008 were approved.

1. College Council Report
2. Dr. Jack Scott will be the new Chancellor of the California Community Colleges.  He was formerly president of Pasadena and Cyprus Colleges.  He is well-known and respected throughout the community colleges system.

3. The Accreditation Report is now on the website.  Staff is encouraged to review the report and to look closely at Standard II-B – Student Support Services.

· Compton Contract Reviews:

· The El Camino College/Compton Center Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) has been revised and Senior Management will review the document today.  After this review, the document will be sent to the Board for final approval. 
·  The MOU sets forth in more detailed language the Center’s functions, credit and non-credit programs, Library, Learning Resources, Admissions & Records, student life and other student programs, and Transfer Center.  All of these are Center operations of which El Camino College maintains the management control.

· The ASO is an organization at the Center, but is separate and independent from the ASO at El Camino College.  

· The Commission on Athletics (COA) has agreed that the athletic programs at both locations are to remain separate as well.
· The Compton Center will be responsible for Accounting, Payroll, Human Resources, Purchasing, Auxiliary Services, Facilities, maintenance operation, Police, and MIS.  F-1 Visa will be added.

· The following are exclusive for Compton Center: Bond, business and legal relations with the community and governmental relations.  
4. The Facilities Steering Committee will meet Tuesday, June 3 at 2pm.   An update will be provided on building plans for the Student Services Center Building, Math and Business, and the Bookstore buildings.  The Tennis and Volley Ball courts are projected for construction on top of the new parking structure.
1. Budget 2008/2009 Update

2. The Governor’s May Revise Budget is due for publication on tomorrow.  

3. In anticipation of possible cuts, each Area has initiated some cuts in their division/department budgets.  

4. Compton Center Update

5. The FCMAT team is doing another review of the campus programs.  Their findings have in the past dealt with the quality of instruction.  A professional development team has been invited to come and look at the process and develop a way or ways in which to improve instruction.  Rocky Young, the former Chancellor of the Los Angeles Community College District, will head the team.  The team will prepare a report and then meet with FCMAT.
6. There are three finalists for the Provost position.  An open forum is scheduled Thursday afternoon.  The interim Provost contract ends on June 30.  The new Provost will start on July 1.

7. Tommy Lasorda will be Compton’s Commencement speaker.  The president of the Dodgers organization will be in attendance as well.

8. Last year, several students graduated as Compton District graduates.  This year, all graduates will be El Camino College graduates.
9. The Cosmetology Program is back in existence on the Compton campus.  This may require remodeling of the building used for the cosmetology program in order to meet Financial Aid Program Review requirements.
Team Reports
1. Stacy Higa – Financial Aid

2. There is still concern about the staff restroom on the second floor of the Student Services Center Building.  A work order will be sent through for the repair.  Paint is chipping on the walls and old leak spots are now showing. 

3. A new roof is scheduled to be put on the building.

1. Sue Burin – Foundation

2. In view of the closure of the Cafeteria for remodeling, the Facilities Division has indicated that a portion of the Activities Center will be cordoned off to make room for a meeting area.  Carolee Casper is the person to contact to reserve the room.  

3. The new telephone system is scheduled to cover over June 2008.  The campus telephone number will be 660-3593.  Everyone will be provided with their own individual extension.  

4. The College’s mission statement is to appear on all new business cards.

5. Dr. Jeff Marsee, Vice President, Administrative Services, has accepted another position.  His replacement will begin August 1

6. The new Vice President of Human Resources will start work on July 1.

7. Jeanie Nishime has requested a de-briefing on the Scholarship Program.
1. Lori Losorelli – Counseling & Student Services
2. The list of finalists for the Counselor positions is being developed.

3. Registration appointments are now being booked for the fall semester for the following week.  Appointments are not booked too far in advance.  Students can also call in and make appointments.
4. Express counseling is done 8am-7pm Monday through Thursday, and 8am-1pm on Fridays.
5. The process is being started to do educational plans for fall and spring 2009 for those students who are planning to transfer.
6. Continuing students will begin registering on June 2.  

7. The issue regarding the “paint balls” on the walls in Counseling has been resolved.  The area has been re-tiled and re-painted where needed.  

1. Martha Aaron – Community Advancement
2. Distributed new materials regarding programs being offered through Community Advancement.

3. The Small Business Development Center (SBDC) is sponsoring a new youth entrepreneurial program for youths and young adults to age 27.  Orientation is scheduled May 31.  

4. The new Contract Education catalog has been prepared, which shows the classes now being offered.

5. The Workforce Development department has been awarded over $1 million for 2008/2009. 

6. Cathy Brinkman, Director, Workforce Development is completing the campus plan, which is to be sent to the Chancellor’s Office. 

7. CITD has been awarded a federal grant.
8. Michelle Arthur has encountered a problem in securing permanent signage for the Inglewood Center.  Temporary signage is currently being used.  

9. An academic counselor is being requested to work with the clients at the Inglewood Center.  
1. Other Issues

2. Jeanie Nishime reported her title is being changed from Vice President – Student Services to Vice President-Student & Community Advancement.  This is a title change only.  The item is scheduled to be placed on the next Board of Trustees agenda for approval.  

3. The policy on Standards of Student Conduct is being reviewed.  A key area of concern deals with cheating and plagiarism.  The Chancellor’s Office legal opinion is being used to guide in dealing with this issue.  The grade will only be assigned by the concerned faculty.  Students will be afforded their due process.  The Academic Senate is scheduled to meet again to review the policy.
4. The Audit policy is going to the Board for First Reading. The title of the policy will be changed to reflect the title recommended by CCLC.
