A scheduled meeting of the Student and Community Advancement Area Council convened at 10:30am in Administration 127.

Announcements

Jeanie Nishime announced that she would schedule visits to the Inglewood Center and various other Student Service division offices on campus.

The main entrance to the campus is closed due to construction.  The entrance is expected to be re-opened in time for the start of the fall semester.
Harold Tyler’s area will provide student workers on Monday for the start of the summer session.  Directional signs will be posted to assist students who are unfamiliar with the various areas on campus.

College Council Report
1. The College Council has scheduled a follow-up review for September to make sure all minutes, which are a part of the collegial consultation process are posted on the web.

2. The Citizens’ Bond Oversight Committee provided a presentation to the Board of Trustees.

3. Irene Graff reported to the Board regarding Accountability Reporting for Community Colleges (ARCC) report, which oversees the 109 community colleges.  The report focuses on basic skills and other areas of student success.  El Camino College’s highest ranking in the report is on persistence.  All other areas were ranked as average.  Area Council members were encouraged to review the report which is available on the web.  
4. College Council and the Board will consider the Grade Change policy.  The Academic Senate approved the policy but procedures are still being developed.  There is some urgency on this issue because of the request from the Chancellor’s Office for a completion date of June 30, 2007.  A letter will be sent to the Chancellor’s Office stating that the college is in the process of reviewing and finalizing the process.
Update – Student Services Building
1. A field trip has been planned for a visit to Santa Monica to look at three different office configurations.  

2. Jeanine Nishime reported that $5 million are available for the remodeling of the Social Sciences Building.  A time limit is set for the use of these funds.  Since both constructions cannot be done at the same time, there is discussion that in order to meet the State requirement of using the $5 million, the Student Services Center Building construction may be placed on hold. Further information will be forthcoming about this issue.
3. Stacy Higa asked whether or not the Scholarship Office was included in the allocations for the new building since that area is not shown on the drawings.  Jeanie Nishime will discuss this with Arvid Spor to make sure that area is included.  The WWCOT architects plans to hold several open forums to give interested persons an opportunity to voice their opinions about the new Student Services Center building.  
Budget 2007/2008
1. Jeanie Nishime reported that the total Departmental Operations Budget for 2007/2008 is $11,470,567.  This amount is allocated between Academic Affairs, Administrative Services, President’s Office, and Student Services.  The allocation was based on participation during prior years.  Student Services’ allocation for 2007/08 is 18.253%.  Each vice president was given their specific allocation to be divided between their various departments.  The budget for the Early Start program was omitted.  This amount was secured and added to the budget.  Student Services managers were asked to provide a realistic budget for 2007/08.  Following several reviews, a balanced budget has been accomplished for Student Services.  
2. The Tentative Budget was shared with the Planning and Budgeting Committee last week.  It is being revised for presentation to the Board of Trustees.  Following the Board’s review, the budget will be available on the web for review.

Team Reports  
1. Susan Nickle reported the International Student Program office is very busy enrolling students for summer and fall.  They receive about 100 online applications per day and these are handled on an individual basis.  El Camino College Language Academy is sending over quite a few students into the International Student Program.  The program is doing quite well.
2. Stacy Higa of Financial Aid reported the lines are getting longer but they are processing student requests as expeditiously as possible.  There is some difficulty because Admissions & Records sent out fee waiver applications without instructions for requirements.  This has caused confusion for continuing and new students.  Susan Nickles will discuss this issue at the next Admissions & Records staff meeting.  
3. Sue Burin reported regarding the Foundation.  The Employee Giving Campaign will commence in August.  Monies to support the campaign are provided by employees of El Camino College. These funds are used to fund the min-grants which are available to all employees who apply via application.  Sue Burin discussed the recent police activity which occurred regarding the Math and Science Building.  There was a lot of miscommunication concerning the incident.  Staff was not notified in the correct manner and this lead to a great deal of speculation as to what was happening.  

Jeanie Nishime reported that the Cabinet is discussing emergency procedures on campus 
and the recent police emergency will be reviewed as well.  There was discussion about 
the enforcement of parking during registration.  Suggested that the campus should be 
more user friendly during this time.  The suggestion will be communicated to Campus 
Police.
4. Espe Corrado of Workforce and Community Education reported on the following areas:  Community Education, El Camino College Language Academy.  A Career and Technical Education Outreach Center will open at the Compton Center.  Idania Reyes will oversee the El Camino College WIT Center as well as Compton’s WIT Center
5. Junnette Fariolen reported on concerns about virtual counseling.  There is difficulty in bringing up the preview screen.  However, Stacy Higa stated they have a virtual advisor in Financial Aid who could assist with this problem.  

6. Receptions for the UCs and CSUs are scheduled for June 12 and 13, respectively, in the East Dining.  Over 100 students have been invited to participate in the event.
