Announcements
· Dr. Nishime stated during the summer College Council will only meet on the same Mondays the Board of Trustees meet, to review the agenda.

· Dr. Nishime reported on the field trip to the furniture showroom in Santa Monica.  The committee looked at office configurations for the Student Services Building.  The committee also reviewed a sound masking system which would insure confidentiality within the offices.  However, it was noted that the $5 million state funds available for remodeling the Social Science Building will supersede the remodel of the Student Service Building.
· WWCOT architects will present the final renderings of the Student Service Building on July 12 from 2:00 pm – 4:00 pm in the Board Room.

· Signage has been redone around campus.

· The new Humanities Building should open by the end of the year and be ready for classes in the spring.

· College Council -Roxanna Seyedin was introduced as the new student trustee.

· The college is now advertising on MySpace and received 3,000 hits in the first three weeks it was posted.

Discussion Items

· Update – Student Services Center Building – Dr. Marsee discovered the state will now pay 85% of building costs.  The initial estimate was 50%. This may go towards a Technology Education/Math Building as the Industry and Technology department is slated for a new building.  Different ideas are being discussed.
· Information Report – 2007-2008 Budget – The tentative budget has been released and will be presented to the Board of Trustees in August.  This budget was prepared based on the assumption that we move summer FTS to 19,300 with a 3% growth recovery.

· Summer enrollment is up 2 ½ %, although fall registration is down 3 ½ – 4% in the adult population.
· Schedules have been mailed but only to a select zip code area.
· Update – Compton Center – Compton is in the midst of hiring for the Center.  They have hired a Director of Outreach Activities and are actively searching for an Enrollment Manager.

· Student Welcome Day will be held August 22.  The counselors are involved in setting up workshops and activities.  It was very successful last year.

Team Reports

· Martha Aaron – Community Advancement is in the midst of hiring for several positions.  Setting up new database.

· Sue Burin reported the Foundation just hired a new accountant that will be working three days a week.  The Foundation will also be hiring a Special Service Program Director 

Sue also reported the new copier in the Foundation areas as well as other areas on

campus.
· Espe Corrado showed a new Women in Industry brochure for Compton.  A Career and Technology booklet is also being worked on.

· Espe reported for Destyn Laport who has stated that instructors are unable to gain access to their classrooms.  Since they are casuals and adjunct faculty they are not entitled to obtain keys to the buildings.  Destyn said she would take the responsibility of checking out keys for these instructors.  Dr. Nishime has no problem in having Destyn check out the keys for these instructors.
· Dr. Nishime reminded everyone that the number of days a casual or non-cert temp can work has been reduced from 180 days to 170 days for the school year.  This needs to be tracked very carefully as they may have or currently work in more then one area.
· Susan Nickel reported the International Student Program office has lost one employee who moved to another department.  Many employees are working double time with no back-ups.  Morale is low.
· Lisa Raufman stated whenever individuals turn on a personal fan or heater it blows the circuit and her computer goes out.  Susan reported the same problem in her area.

· Lisa is hosting a Career Center Retreat at her home and this year three people from Compton will attend.

· New secretary was hired in counseling.

· Junnette Fariolen –asked if they would be replacing Melanie (webmaster).  Need to check with Dr. Marsee.  Also, discussed was parking between sessions.  Students who come to campus to ask questions or have to stand in long lines are here longer then the 40 minute parking allotted.  Question if the parking permits could be waived between sessions when students come on campus to meet with counselors and are here longer then 40 minutes.  Dr. Nishime will look into this.
