A scheduled meeting of the Student & Community Advancement Area Council convened at 10:30am in Administration 127.  
College Council Report

1. College Council will meet during the summer on the day that the Board meets.

2. Campus security:

a. Safety cameras have been installed in various locations on campus.  
b. There are still some areas which need the cameras.  

c. The new parking structure will have cameras monitoring the entrance, elevators and the parking lot.
d. The Women’s Shower area will be re-named to provide better protection for female students in view of the recent incidents which have occurred on campus.

e. A text messaging system is being put into place with the new telephone system to notify students in the event of an emergency.  In order to provide this service to students, the student will have to voluntarily release their cell numbers.  

4. Counselors are being asked to encourage students to also use MyECC for campus messages.  A campaign will be initiated in Fall 2008 to encourage students to use their El Camino College mail accounts as registration mailers will no longer be used.
5. This registration is the last cycle for registration appointments.  Hereafter, students will receive a post card informing them to log on to MyECC for their registration appointments to register.

Budget 2008/2009

1. A Tentative Budget is in place for 2008/2009. The Final Budget will go to the Board at the September Board of Trustees meeting for approval.  
2. The State Budget has not been approved.  

3. El Camino College does not have a cash flow problem.  Bond monies have been combined with the Reserve.  We should be alright if borrowing is needed to make Payroll.

El Camino College Calendar

1. The Calendar Committee is recommending a three-year calendar.  The Calendars for 2009/10, 2010/11 and 2011/12 will go to the August Board meeting for approval.  

2. A Summer Schedule is being recommended for El Camino College and Compton Center.  El Camino and Compton can arrange their summer sessions within this time frame. 

3. There are still concerns regarding Compton’s back-to-back five-week sessions.  

4. The Winter Session is being recommended for continuation.

5. Cal State Dominquez is always an option for transfer.
