A scheduled meeting of the Student and Community Advancement Area Council convened at 10:35am in ADM 127.

Introductions

The following introductions were made:

1. Steve Waterhouse – Supervisor, Admissions & Records

2. Enadine Bailey – International Student Program

3. Chiamaka Sandra Enemuoh, Associated Students Director, Vice President-Student and Community Advancement

Accreditation

1. Jeanie Nishime reported the Accreditation visit went very well.  

2. The preliminary recommendations by the team were anticipated.  

3. The date we should look forward to is 2012 for completion of the campus SLOs.  

4. More work needs to be done regarding linking planning to budgeting.

5. Online education courses are at the level where possibly a degree can be offered.

6. One of the Standards in the Accreditation process stipulates that each consultative group set goals and that an evaluation process be put into place. 

7. Student Services is the only area at the Compton Educational Center where Program Review has been completed.  Special thanks to Keith Curry for spearheading this effort and for his willingness to work with the staff at El Camino College to bring about the completion of this project.  The Accreditation Team recognized this effort.

8. The Accreditation Team will make their final recommendation in January 2009.

Student and Community Advancement Area Council Survey

The following areas were targeted and responses recorded accordingly:

1. The tenure of members on the council is good.  

2. The meeting time of once each month is appropriate.

3. The agenda format is clear and understandable.

4. Follow-up after meetings.  Jeanie Nishime stressed that this particularly body is a consultation body.  Issues are brought to the Area Council and Council members are asked to report back to their respective constituents.

5. Council members stated that each understood their respective role on the Council.

6. Council members are aware they need to share information from the Council with their respective areas.  

7. Area Council minutes are posted on the Vice President-Student and Community Advancement website. Minutes from other Area Councils are posted as well on their respective websites.
8. It was suggested that the meeting time be shorten to one hour; however, it was pointed out that we need to balance having enough time to share in issues and also discuss.

9. Council members were asked to bring prepared materials to share with other members of the Council.  

10. It was suggested that a Council meeting be held at an off-campus facility, possibly the Business Training Center in the future.
College Council Report

1. Jeanie Nishime explained that the College Council is the collegial consultation body for every group on campus with representatives from each group on campus.

2. The Council meets weekly.

3. Jeanie Nishime is the representative for this Area Council at College Council.

4. College Council’s goal is to approve at least ten policies within the next year.  The goal last year was seven; six were approved.  

5. College Council is reviewing Board Policy 2510, which relates to collegial consultation.  The previous policy did not include student participation.  The inclusion of student participation is being explored.

6. El Camino College Guiding Principles will be reviewed annually.  Copies will be distributed to everyone for review.

7. The Council’s desire is to continue to build a sense of community.

8. All Administrative Procedures will be sent to College Council for review.  The Administrative Procedure spells out how a Board Policy is to be carried out.

9. The following two policies are being considered:  Academic Integrity and Ethics.

10. The College Council is continuing its review of building and keeping a safe environment on campus.

Budget Update

1. Mid-year budget cuts are expected

2. Fiscal shortages are projected for the next few years

3. Managers will be asked for their input if another round of cuts is requested.

Transportation Program

1. A proposal is being considered to provide no cost-low cost bus transportation for students.

2. Claudia Lee is investigating this program with the Torrance and Metro bus lines.  The program is in place at several other colleges.  

3. The proposal includes the number of those who take the bus and the number enrolled.

4. El Camino’s cost for 17 weeks is $99,454. The cost for Compton is $50,000.  

5. A total of 20,000 bus passes would be issued.  

6. The District would assume 50% of the cost and the student would pay the remainder.  

7. A pilot program will be put in place in Spring 2009.

Monthly Meetings

Following discussion about the change in the day of the month the meeting should be held, it was agreed to continue with meeting on the second Tuesday of the month.  A schedule will be provided to everyone.

Team Reports

Bill Cooper – 

1. October 1 - November 30 are the dates for students who were applying for transfer to the CSU system. November 1-30 are the dates for those applying to the UC system.  

2. Flyers were distributed regarding student success week.  Community-based professionals and faculty will conduct these workshops

3. Distributed information regarding the student dismissal process.  

4. Discussed retention.  Some of the numbers from Information Technology are not correct.  These will be reviewed for correction.
Junnette Fariolen reported:

1. Over 300 students attended the Transfer Conference.

2. There were 76 representatives in attendance.

3. The SSTARS Fair will be held next Tuesday, 11am-2pm on the Library Lawn.  

Chiamaka Sandra Enemuoh reported:

1. The ASO is looking into a designated smoking area for students.  Second hand smoke is still a problem.
2. The recycling club is becoming active on campus.  The ASO will conduct a survey to see how students feel about the program, but will await the outcome of the survey before proceeding further with the program.  The campus currently has a recycling program and it was suggested that this be looked into before developing a new program.

Sue Burin reported:

1. David Benoit performed at a Foundation event in Palos Verdes, along with David Pak.  Both are alumnus of El Camino College.

2. Eva Brown and Ray Bradbury were guests at the opening of the new Learning Resource Center.

3. The deadline for submitting scholarship applications is November 1.

Martha Aaron reported:

1. Distributed information regarding the youth entrepreneurial program.  Eighteen to 20 year-old youths are trained to write a business plan.  

2. Distributed new schedule for the Business Training Center, Women in Industry & Technology (WIT), and the Career Placement Center.  

3. Recruiting is underway for the new Small Business Services Director

4. Permanent signage is being secured for the Inglewood Center.  

5. Classes are being held at the Inglewood Center with 70-80% fill capacity.

6. Funding is being requested to upgrade computers at the Inglewood Center.

Stacy Higa reported:

1. There is concern about disruptive students in Financial Aid.

2. Information has been provided to staff about how to handle these types of situations.

3. Stacy announced this would be her last meeting, as another representative will be selected to replace her on the Council.   

Steve Waterhouse reported:

1. They are accepting online applications for Winter and Spring 2009.

2. Paper applications will be accepted beginning January 5, 2009.

3. They have gone live with CCC transcripts. This allows transcripts to be transmitted electronically to other participating schools.

4. Admissions and Records and Financial Aid are working to have a better imaging system.

5. International Student Program (ISP) is sending out more electronic e-mail notices reminding students to pay their fees.

The “Got E-mail” campaign is doing well.  Everyone was asked to help promote the campaign.

Stacy Higa was thanked for her service as a member of the SCA Area Council.
