A meeting of the Student and Community Advancement Area Council convened on Tuesday, December 13, 2005 at 10:10 am in Administration 127.

Meeting Notes of November 8, 2005

Review of minutes from November 8, 2005 meeting: #9 placed should be place.  
Review of Action Items.

Item #1 - regarding the new defibrillator placed outside the Foundation office in the Administration Building.  Dr. Baker will check with Rocky Bonura on training and who knows how to use it.  Dr. Baker discussed the incident that happened last week of the 40 year old student who had a heart attack in one of the Business Division classrooms.
Item #2 - regarding holding a fire drill in Administration Building.  Myrna Mendoza stated that the Student Services Center (SSC) building has had a recent fire drill but no one has been trained on the use of fire extinguishers.  Dr. Baker will check with Rocky Bonura regarding training.

Item # 8 - Sue Burin recommended that with the upcoming holidays employees leave an out-of-office message on their voicemail and Outlook.  Dr. Baker will send out an email asking everyone to do so.

Sue Burin asked Dr. Baker if a new fan could be purchased for Adm. 127.  The current fan does not oscillate.

Discussion Items:

· Budget – Dr. Baker reported the budget is 95% complete.  We are moving to a zero base budget for next year.
a. The classified staff and faculty will be receiving an 8.38% raise in January 2006.

b. The District is not replacing vacant positions. Discussion ensued regarding the use of temporary staff.
· Safety – as stated above Dr. Baker will discuss with Rocky Bonura.
· Alondra Room – Discussion ensued regarding food being left in the Alondra Room after an event on a Friday (and during the week).  Foster Care uses the room on Saturdays and they have noticed food being left out overnight.  There is concern about flies and vermin being attracted to the food.  S&B Food leaves by 2:00 pm and does not stay to clean up anything they set up.  Dr. Baker will speak to Bob Gann and Lynnda Nelson.

· CPR Training – Sue Burin reported that Donna Manno is working on setting up CPR classes next year.

Team Reports

a. Jim Hilgeman reported that Enrollment Services is working on program review and fulfilling requirements.

b. Dr. Baker reported that plans are underway for the new Student Services Building which will also house the Health Center, Food Court and Cashiers.  There will be two separate buildings under constructions at a cost (now projected) at $31 million.  Everyone will get a chance to meet with the architects and give their suggestions on what they think the building should include.  Dr. Baker stated the new buildings will represent “what will best service the interest of our students,” and will be here long after we are gone from here.  The architects will present their rendering in March 2006.

c. Sue Burin reported that the Foundation was recently highlighted in the student newspaper, the “Union”, and in the President’s Newsletter regarding iGrants that were awarded.  Also, the Foundation held a reception on December 2nd for the Board and donors prior to the Irish Christmas performance in the Marsee.  Renee Dorn has joined the Foundation staff and is working on a parent solicitation letter to go out in January.  Rudy Lopez, Administrative Assistant for Grants, will be asked to join the Area Council.
d. Espie Corrado reported that the Community Advancement bungalow will be moving to the grass area next to the Bookstore within the next eight to ten months.  They are working with Bob Gann on logistics.  Michelle Arthur stated she hoped they were planning on installing decent restrooms for the bungalow.  In the past, they have had to use the outdoor bathrooms.  Dr. Baker stated “Construction Update” will be added hereafter to each future agenda for discussion.

e. Lisa Perez reported that because of the incident with the student in the Business Division, Sabra Sabio and Cathy Lakastos are conducting grief counseling sessions to the classroom today, as well as being available to the faculty and staff that were also traumatized by the event.  She also reported that winter registration is still on-going and plans are underway for spring registration.

f. Michelle Arthur reported the Inglewood Center is having a Holiday Open House this Thursday from 1:00 – 3:00 pm.  She is also working with the California prison system, offering Life Skills workshop, hired four new Work Study students, and the Inglewood Center was highlighted in the ECC Community Newsletter on celebrating their 4th anniversary.

g. MaryAnn Cohan reported there are two positions open at the Business Training Center (BTC) – Administrative Assistant II and a Senior Clerical Assistant position.  She also reported that John Means has indicated that these will be 8-hour, 5-day a week positions through June 30, 2006.  

The Center for International Trade Development (CITD) is offering export 
workshops and are partnering with the US Department of Commerce, the 
Torrance Chamber of Commerce, and the Los Angeles Chamber of Commerce.  
The Center for Applied Competitive Technologies (CACT) is continuing 
manufacturing training and will be offering a first time online coffee repair 
program.  The Small Business Development Center (SBDC) has lost a 
tremendous amount of funding.  The consultants are cutting back on their time 
because of the cutback.  In the past SBDC offered free workshops. 
They are now 
charging a small fee to cover the cost of the consultants.
