· Workplace Learning Resource Center – Maryann Cohan: 

Prisons

2) AutoCAD classes on hold.

Computer Lab

Maritime Training Classes
1) The next Standard for Training Certification and Watch keeping (STCW) class will take place on May 12th.  The Lifeboat class for May has been cancelled due to repairs being made on the SS Lane Victory.  TRL, a training site in San Diego, is accepting students for Lifeboat who would normally come here.
· Center for Applied Competitive Technologies – Darling Garcia:
