B. Division Reports:  
Industry & Technology
· Two instructors have recently completed a six-week course in Nano Technology.

· Fire Academy graduation will be held on April 18.

· The division and Inglewood Chamber of Commerce hosted 60 local high school students during “Job Shadowing Day” held on February 21.

Fine Arts

· Hiring two full-time faculty positions:  Music and Drawing.

· The showcase in the library lobby is photography by students.

· Student artwork will be included in the next college catalog.

· Registration is above 90%.
Learning Resources

· Art exhibit reception was held 3/7/08 for the photography showcase in the library lobby.   Good turnout of students and parents.

· Hiring a full-time librarian position.  

· Susie Dever will be on leave as Interim Dean – Academic Services at CEC.  Donna Post will fill S. Dever’s former job beginning April 1.

· The annual READ poster will be unveiled on April 17.  M. Brown and L. Pelayo were selected for the poster this year.

· Construction on the library will be completed at the end of the 2008 spring semester.
· Repositories, a new teaching resource, is available through the Distance Education office until June 2009.

Natural Sciences

· SLOs – received a good response as most have been submitted.

· Working on Plan Builder.  There is a representative for each department.
· Search for a full-time earth science faculty position.

· Two upcoming study abroad programs – Western Europe (led by C. Herzig) and Easter Europe (led by M. Ebiner).
Behavioral & Social Sciences

· Hiring 3 full-time faculty positions: Philosophy, Psychology and Child Development.
· Classified position – senior clerical assistant is vacant and being filled by hourly temporary personnel.

· Two program reviews are almost completed – Anthropology and Social Sciences.

· New software planning – working on mission statement.

· Global studies with three countries through the GETT program: Peru, Russia and Mexico.  Class will be offered in the fall.

· Pow Wow will be held on April 5-6.

· Faculty expressed concern about the upcoming social science building remodel.  The remodel will begin at the end of 2009.  (F. Arce indicated that the Haag Recital Hall will be used for large classroom size, up to 120 students).   
· Dr. Ann Lopez will speak during Women’s History Week on, “Struggles of Woman Migrant Farm Workers.”
Business

· Hiring a full-time accounting instructor.

· User Committee formed for the new Business/Math building.
· Students enrolled in online courses and the use of ECC email address.

Health Sciences and Athletics
· Hired three positions – Two nursing faculty and disability specialist.

· New courses proposed – Adaptive Yoga and Coastal Saltwater Fishing.
· A mini-conference on Connecting Curriculum to the Community will be held on March 28 with area colleges.
C. Enrollment:  The College will make 3-4% target growth this year.  There was concern about the accuracy of the no show report.

II.  Discussion/Action 
A. Accreditation Self-Study Report:  The Accreditation Self-Study Report is near completion.  The process will also include: (1) posting it on the discussion board to provide faculty, staff, and students an opportunity to make comments; (2) final edits for style, grammar, etc; (3) first and second reading;  (4) the report sent to the Chancellor’s office; and (5) Accreditation team visit on campus.  CEC will be integrated in the response.  
B. SLO:  The guiding principles approved were approved by the Academic Senate.  325 courses have at least one assessment plan in progress.  
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
