Industry and Technology

· 90% of program reviews completed.

· Two faculty attended a technology fair at East Los Angeles College

Learning Resource Unit

· Opening ceremony of new library wing on September 30 at 6 pm.  Speakers for the event will be Ray Brandbury and Eva Brown.  Opening will provide a new era for services for basic skills lab.  
· Subscription database, which is an alternative media resource, will be available to students, faculty and staff.  

Humanities

· Hired 17 adjunct faculty, two full-time faculty, and basic skills coordinator.

· Interim Associate Dean of Humanities is Connie Fitzsimons

· In the process of obtaining database Turnin.com. 
Health Sciences and Athletics

· New hires for the division:  Linda Olsen – Administrative Assistant; Michael Fennison – Interim Athletic Director

· Radiologic Technology – 100% of the students in the program passed their certification.  Fewer students are enrolled in the fall semester.

· Working on SLOs.

· ECC Nursing Program is one of the largest in the nation (number of students enrolled).  Four new full-time nursing instructors at each campus:  ECC and CEC.
Math

· Hired 15-20 adjunct faculty for the hiring pool.

· Upcoming – new Math Business and Allied Health Building.
· FTES grew by 20%.

· Hired one full-time faculty in math.

Business

· Classes will move temporarily to the Communication Building when construction begins on the Business building.

· Enrollment in accounting classes is growing.    

· Division is experiencing a slight downturn although there has been an increase in the older adult population.

Natural Sciences

· There has been an increase in returning students.

· Working on SLOs at the assessing stage.

· The division now has seven sets of clickers – Astronomy, Chemistry, Life Sciences.

· Hired full-time temp; lost four full-time faculty to retirement/resignation.

Behavioral and Social Sciences

· Flex Day – SLO framework of what we worked on from semester to semester in next two years.
· Each department worked on one SLO.

· Summer semester – opened an extra online section because of the demand.  It filled in a matter of hours.  Division hopes to expand online course offerings.

Fine Arts

· Working on SLOs.
· Enrollment has increased for the current semester – classes are 90% filled.
· Nineteen sections are taught at local high schools.

· Hired two full-time faculty – Art and Music.
· Art Gallery – display of black/white artwork.  
VP/Academic Affairs

· Enrollment has increased overall.  A more accurate count will be determined after the add/drop period.

· Construction:  Business Building – offices and classes will move to the Communications building temporarily in summer 2009.  The new building is projected to be completed in Fall 2011, 110,000 square feet, four stories to include Math, Business and Allied Health (Nursing, RT, RC).  
Administration Building – construction will begin on the west wing in 2012.  
Social Sciences Building – renovation will begin at the end of the Fall 2009 semester and construction will take one year to complete.  Classes will be relocated to the MBBM modules.  

· Room analysis – may need additional classrooms.   Classroom space will be very limited between Fall 2009 through Spring 2010.  

· The parking structure will be completed January 2009 which will add over 1,200 parking spots.  

· Pipeline construction will begin soon along the Social Science and Physical Education buildings.

· The Enrollment Management plan is being revised.  There will be new direction on the plan.

· Budget – approved by the Board in September.  $3 million property tax shortfall.  If the state does not back fill, the College will be in a deficit.  Enrollment is up statewide 5-6% but may receive additional budget reductions.
· SLO website – the reviews have been positive.  J. Simon, L. Kjeseth, and L. Gallucci have done a good job in their leadership role and training for faculty.
