CALL TO ORDER

Chair Young called the College Curriculum Committee meeting to order at 2:32 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
V. Lloyd moved, and C. Somin seconded, that the minutes of the March 11, 2008, CCC meeting be approved as written.  Motion carried.

CHAIR’S REPORT
Chair Young announced that after further review of our past minutes and Board items, as well as going over the log sheets, there needs to be read into the minutes some items from the October 9, 2007, and November 27, 2007, minutes.  The items are as follows:
October 9, 2007, Minutes

Natural Sciences Division:

The condition of enrollment was listed as a recommended preparation when it should have been listed as a prerequisite.  
November 27, 2007

Industry and Technology Division Proposals:

The Administration of Justice Option and the Reserve Police Officer Academy Options were converted from Certificates of Completion to Certificates of Achievement. The Security Officer Option was changed from a Certificate of Completion to Certificate of Accomplishment. Three options of the Fashion Certificate of Completion converted to Certificates of Achievement: Computer Pattern Making Technician; Costume Technician; and Fashion Stylist.  The Certificate of Completion options that were inactivated were Fashion Design and Production and Fashion Merchandising.  Remove the action to change Certificates Completion to Certificates of Accomplishment for Automotive Collision Repair/Painting (ACRP).  Also, remove the action to inactivate any ACRP Certificates.  No ACRP Certificates of Completion were inactivated.
The following three of the seven Electronic and Computer Hardware Technology Options for the Certificates of Completion were changed to Certificates of Accomplishment: Computer Hardware Technician; Electronic Technician; and Powerline Industry Readiness. 

The following four of the seven options for Electronics and Hardware Computer Technology Certificates of Completion were inactivated: Communications Equipment Technician; Computer Hardware Electronics Technician; Electronics Engineering Technician; and Industrial Computer Control Technician

The following two of the three options for the Machine Tool Technology Certificates of Completion were inactivated:  Machinist and Numerical Control Programmer.
The Welding Certificate of Completion was not inactivated at the November 27, 2007, meeting.  On February 26, 2008, it was converted to a Certificate of Achievement. Architecture 180abcd reflected the number change only; but the CCC also approved repeatability and course review. 

V. Rapp moved that the above items be added to the minutes as noted.  C. Somin seconded.  The motion carried.

Chair Young asked that the minutes of today’s meeting be approved by e-mail so that the curriculum actions from this meeting can be included on the April Board agenda.  J. Thompson moved, and L. Kjeseth seconded, that this be done.  Motion carried.
Chair Young announced that Curriculum Advisor, Quajuana Chapman, will be returning from maternity leave on April, 1, 2008.  It was noted that she and the Committee are looking forward to her return. 
VICE PRESIDENT – ACADEMIC AFFAIRS REPORT
Vice President Arce was unable to attend the meeting, but asked that the notes of the March 10, 2008, Assessment of Learning Committee (ALC), be distributed to the CCC.  L. Kjeseth added that he believes the notes were distributed in an effort to have information about Student Learning Outcomes disseminated campus-wide.  He added that the committee welcomes input from the CCC on matters related to the SLO development and review.  
CCC CHAIR ELECTIONS
V. Rapp and J. Davidson reported on the CCC Chair election results.  The vote was unanimous in favor of L. Kjeseth becoming the next CCC Chair.  The Chair and the Committee congratulated him.  L. Kjeseth will serve as Chair Elect beginning in the Fall 2008 semester. 
CURRICULUM REVIEW
BUSINESS

After Dean V. Rapp distributed an errata sheet, the review began with Computer Information Systems16.  A submittal date change was noted on the Proposal form.  On the course outline, there were minor revisions made to I, III, V, and VII.  There was also a minor change to Form A:  Content Review/Prerequisite Justification.  V. Lloyd moved, and C. Somin seconded, that the proposal for the Business Division be approved.  The motion carried.  C. Somin then moved that the Conditions of Enrollment be approved; J. Thompson seconded.  The motion carried.  The Committee then reviewed the distance education version update for Computer Information Systems 16.  After revisions were made to the Proposal and the Addendum, L. Kjeseth moved, and J. Thompson seconded, that the distance education version for Computer Information Systems 16 be approved.  The motion carried. 
MATHEMATICAL SCIENCES
Chair Young reported that the proposal for the Mathematics Calculus Advanced Placement Exam Course Credit Policy had been tabled at the request of the Mathematical Sciences Department.
PROPOSALS REVIEWED BY VICE PRESIDENT – ACADEMIC AFFAIRS AND CHAIR YOUNG

Chair Young distributed a memo from J. Young and F. Arce with two consent agenda items.  Chair Young briefly reviewed with the committee the justification for the inactivation of Biology 1A and Biology 1B.  V. Lloyd moved, and V. Rapp seconded, that the CCC approve the inactivation of these courses.  The motion carried.

REVIEW OF CURRICULUM COLLEGE COMMITTEE FORMS
The committed reviewed existing CCC forms, including Forms 2, 3, 9, 11, and Form A.  In addition, suggestions were made for topics to be included in the help button feature in the CurricuWare course development system. The forms will be presented to the CCC at the May 13, 2008 meeting for approval. 
C. Somin moved, and L. Kjeseth seconded, that the meeting be adjourned.  The motion carried.
