CALL TO ORDER

Chair Young called the College Curriculum Committee meeting to order at 3:00 p.m.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

P. Gebert moved that the minutes of the May 8, 2007, CCC meeting be approved as written and 
C. Somin seconded the motion.  As there were no corrections, Chair Young called for a vote and the minutes were approved as presented.

CHAIR’S REPORT

The Chair asked the committee to consider a motion for approval of today’s minutes via the mail so that the CCC’s activities for the 2006-2007 academic year can be brought to a close.  P. Gebert moved, and C. Somin seconded, that the CCC approve its May 22, 2007, minutes via the mail.  As there was no discussion, J. Young called for a vote and the motion carried.
Next, Chair Young reported that the CCC reviewed nearly 250 proposals this past academic year.  She thanked the committee for its hard work and for its commitment to the College.  The Chair then announced she had certificates of appreciation for L. Alamillo, A. Collette, S. Eggers, P. Gebert, and J. Stewart, CCC representatives who would no longer be serving on the committee.  She presented certificates to A. Collette and P. Gebert and thanked them for their service to the committee and the College.  J. Davidson then said he would give L. Alamillo her certificate and 
J. Young said that the certificates for S. Eggers and J. Stewart would be forwarded to them.

VICE PRESIDENT OF ACADEMIC AFFAIRS’ REPORT

Vice President Arce stated that he had no report for today.

ACADEMIC SENATE PRESIDENT’S COMMENTS

S. Dever, President of the Academic Senate, thanked the CCC representatives, on behalf of all faculty, for the time and effort they have devoted to curriculum review and approval.  She concluded her comments by saying that the CCC’s work is truly appreciated.

CCC MEETING DATES – 2007-2008 ACADEMIC YEAR

Chair Young directed everyone to the CCC’s scheduled meeting dates for the 2007-2008 academic year then briefly reviewed the dates with the committee.  The Chair reminded those present that new courses or programs should be brought to the CCC in the fall semester and that the spring term is reserved primarily for existing courses that have not been reviewed in ten to fourteen years.

CERTIFICATE FORMS

The CCC reviewed the finalized certificate forms that were created to meet the requirements of proposed Title 5 revisions.  After a clerical adjustment was noted for the proposal form for credit programs, the committee turned its attention to the certificate form for noncredit programs.  Inasmuch as these certificates cannot be recorded on students’ transcripts, Vice President Arce questioned the value of developing noncredit certificates.  J. Young and C. Mosqueda responded that students earning such certificates gain a sense of accomplishment and, in some instances, gain advantage when seeking employment.  S. Panksi reminded everyone that the System Office now offers enhanced funding for noncredit programs; he then expressed the opinion that the Planning and Budget Committee should be investigating this resource avenue.  F. Arce remarked that the College needs a broader discussion on the types of certificates that will be allowed to be created.  He expressed the opinion that it may not be advisable to develop certificates that cannot be recorded on transcripts.  In response to the question about which certificates can be listed on transcripts, 
A. Collette stated that the impending Title 5 revisions clearly indicate that only certificates of achievement which are approved by the Chancellor’s Office can be recorded on a student’s transcript.  Chair Young then said that noncredit certificates provide recognition as well as encouragement for students not yet ready to undertake credit coursework.  She also reminded everyone that the creation of a noncredit certificate form did not mean that the CCC was advocating for the development of noncredit programs at this time.  The CCC is creating the form so that the College will be in a position to move forward if, or when, the Title 5 revisions become effective.  As discussion had concluded, S. Panski moved that the certificate forms for credit and noncredit programs be approved.  C. Somin seconded the motion, which carried.
ANNOUNCEMENTS

Chair Young announced that today’s meeting was, after twenty years as the Curriculum Advisor, the last one for A. Collette.  On behalf of the CCC, the Chair presented Curriculum Advisor Collette with an engraved pen and pencil set.  A. Collette thanked everyone for the very special gift then said that her involvement with the CCC has been extremely rewarding.  She added that she will miss the wonderful people who have served with her over the years then wished the CCC success in its future.  
At 3:30 p.m., P. Gebert moved, and V. Rapp seconded, that the meeting be adjourned.  The motion carried.
