CALL TO ORDER

Chair Key called the meeting to order at 2:32 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
J. Young moved that the minutes of the November 12, 2002, College Curriculum Committee meeting be approved as written and V. Rapp seconded the motion.  The Chair called for a vote and the motion carried.

CHAIR’S REPORT

Chair Key informed the committee that the proposal for Astronomy 50B, which had been tabled at the November 12th CCC meeting, had been pulled from consideration by the Natural Sciences Division.  Faculty involved with the development of this proposal had decided to address, at this time, the requirements of the National Science Foundation grant through an academy module.  This approach will allow faculty to experiment as well as analyze appropriate conditions of enrollment and course content for a future course.

VICE PRESIDENT - ACADEMIC AFFAIRS' REPORT
Vice President Hata thanked the CCC for its continued good work and wished everyone a happy Thanksgiving.

CURRICULUM REVIEW 

PROPOSALS REVIEWED BY CCC CHAIR AND VICE PRESIDENT – ACADEMIC AFFAIRS:

Representatives were asked to review the justification for the Art 6L descriptive title change as well as the justifications for the inactivation of Dance 9, 12, and 100Labcd, Music 51abcd, 51Labcd, 54abcd, and 54Labcd, and Speech Communication 9, 9L, and 101abcd.  After a brief discussion, during which clarification to the wording of the justification for Speech Communication 101abcd was provided, C. Fitzsimons moved that these proposals be approved.  C. Somin seconded the motion, which carried.

MATHEMATICAL SCIENCES PROPOSAL:

Chair Key informed the Mathematical Sciences Division that it would have 15 minutes to present its proposal.  L. Beckett-Lemus then expressed regret that no member of the Computer Science Department was present to answer any questions the CCC might have regarding the Computer Science 30 proposal.  She attempted to answer questions about one of the critical thinking assignments and agreed with the committee to a catalog description revision while those present waited for the division dean to arrive.  Upon his arrival, P. Borst informed the CCC that he was unaware that this proposal had been forwarded to the committee and that, furthermore, he had not reviewed it.  Consequently, R. Harris moved, and V. Rapp seconded, that the proposal be tabled until the December 10th CCC meeting.  The motion carried.

FINE ARTS PROPOSALS:

K. Key established a 40 minute time frame for the division to present its proposals.  

R. Quadhamer then distributed an errata sheet for all of the division’s proposals and notified the committee of corrections that were common to all of the proposals for new courses.  Review began with the proposed new course, Art 9 – History of African Art.  After a somewhat lengthy discussion centering on appropriate wording for the behavioral objectives and the major topics, agreement was reached on revisions to Sections II, III, IV, and V of the course outline.  The committee turned to the revisions for the Art History and Studio Art majors and R. Quadhamer clarified that only one semester of a repeatable course would count toward the major requirements.  Chair Key then announced that the Dance 17abcd proposal was being tabled until the December 10th CCC meeting so that the division could have adequate time to prepare necessary revisions.  The Chair also informed the committee that the Dance 17Labcd proposal had been pulled from consideration because it was an intermediate level dance event attendance performance laboratory course, and issues raised by the Chancellor’s Office on similar courses approved by the CCC last academic year had not yet been resolved.  Next, R. Quadhamer directed the committee’s attention to the proposed revisions for Dance 18ab.  A minor change to the catalog description was agreed to as well as minor modifications to Sections III and IV of the course outline.  During discussion of the proposed new course, Dance 52abcd – Intermediate Latin Social Dance, N. Hata asked if the documentation supporting the CSU transferability of the course was appropriate inasmuch as the similar course at Orange Coast College offered instruction on all levels from beginning to high intermediate.  

K. Key expressed the opinion the documentation was appropriate and L. Mukogawa concurred.  Agreement was then reached on appropriate language for the prerequisite and the catalog description as well as for revisions to Sections II, IV, and V of the course outline.  Inasmuch as this course did not require a text, A. Collette asked L. Mukogawa if this would present a problem with articulation to the UC system.  L. Mukogawa replied that it should not and explained that courses being proposed for the Intersegmental General Education Transfer Curriculum (IGETC) pattern, however, should require a text.  Review continued with the proposed new course, Dance 54abcd, and the CCC reached agreement with D. Berney, course proposer, on revisions to the language for the prerequisite and the catalog description and to revisions for Sections II, IV, and V of the course outline.  

R. Quadhamer led a brief review of the proposed new course, Dance 18Labcd, during which agreement was reached on revisions to Sections II and VI of the course outline.  

R. Quadhamer then directed the committee’s attention to the revised proposal for the Dance major.  After review of this proposal, Chair Key announced that the proposed new courses, Dance 52Labcd and 54Labcd, had been pulled from consideration because they also were intermediate dance event attendance performance laboratories.  He then stopped the Fine Arts Division’s presentation because the allotted time had been exceeded.  

J. Young moved that the proposals for Art 9, Dance 18ab, 18Labcd, 52abcd, and 54abcd, the Art majors, and the Dance major be approved as revised.  R. Harris seconded the motion, which carried.  C. Fitzsimons then moved, and J. Young seconded, that the conditions of enrollment be approved.  The motion carried.

INSTRUCTIONAL SERVICES PROPOSALS:

Chair Key informed the division it would have 40 minutes to present its proposals then 

A. Grigsby distributed an errata sheet as well as replacement proposals for the Sign Language/Interpreter Training major and certificate of competence.  She asked the committee to begin its review with the proposed new course, Academic Strategies 60ab – Strategies for Success in Distance Education.  During the ensuing discussion, A. Grigsby explained that the course was designed to make students more comfortable with modes of instructional delivery different from the normal classroom setting.  It was then established that the proposed course was a Distance Education course and would be taught online.  However, students interested in telecourses would also benefit from the class as many of the topics covered were applicable to telecourses.  R. Harris asked if students would be taught how to resolve technical difficulties and S. Dever responded that the focus of the course was to teach students how to learn online.  A. Grigsby added that each online class now offered addresses the area of technical difficulties.  The Chair recommended that the division consider offering an on-campus version of the course for those students interested in finding out how to take an online course.  As the discussion concluded, agreement was reached on a revision to the catalog description and for revisions to Sections III, IV, and VII of the course outline.  K. Key announced that this was a stand-alone course then the committee turned to the proposed new Library Information Science courses.  A. Grigsby explained that these courses were developed to provide students with an opportunity to learn library paraprofessional skills.  The committee and division then agreed on revisions to Sections II, III, V, and VII of the course outline for Library Information Science 105 and to Sections II, III, and V of the course outline for Library Information Science 110.

A. Grigsby directed the committee to the proposed new Sign Language/Interpreter Training courses and outlined a number of corrections to the proposal forms and the course outlines.  During the discussion that followed, agreement was reached with S. Bartiromo, course proposer, on revisions to Sections II, III, IV, V, VII, and VIII of the Sign Language/ Interpreter Training 22 course outline and for Sections II, III, IV, V, VII, and VIII of the Sign Language/Interpreter Training 202 outline.  The catalog description for Sign Language/Interpreter Training 202 was also revised.  As the division had reached the end of its allotted time, D. LaCoe moved that Academic Strategies 60ab, Library Information Science 105 and 110, and Sign Language/Interpreter Training 22 and 202 be approved as revised.  J. Young seconded the motion, which carried.  C. Fitzsimons then moved, and 

J. Young seconded, that the conditions of enrollment be approved.  The motion carried.

Chair Key announced that the divisions of Fine Arts and Instructional Services would each have 10 minutes to continue their presentations.

FINE ARTS PROPOSALS (CONTINUED):

R. Quadhamer directed the committee’s attention to the proposed new course, Music 41abcd – Opera Workshop, and noted minor corrections to the proposal form and to Sections II, III, IV, V, VI, and VII of the course outline.  After review of the proposal for the new course, Music 41Labcd – Opera Workshop Concert Attendance Laboratory, during which no revisions were made, the CCC turned to the revised Music major.  After R. Quadhamer explained that the changes kept the major up-to-date with current curriculum, the committee reviewed the proposed revisions to Speech Communication 24abcd and 24Labcd.  The dean and the CCC agreed to modifications for Sections IV and VII of the Speech Communication 24abcd course outline and to Section V of the Speech Communication 24Labcd outline.  As the division had reached the end of its allotted time, V. Rapp moved for approval of Music 41abcd and 41Labcd, the Music major, and Speech Communication 24abcd and 24Labcd.  J. Young seconded the motion, which carried.  

V. Rapp then moved, and C. Somin seconded, that the conditions of enrollment be approved.  The motion carried.

INSTRUCTIONAL SERVICES PROPOSALS (CONTINUED):

A. Grisby asked the CCC to review the replacement proposals distributed for the Sign Language/Interpreter Training major and certificate of competence.  After clarification was provided for the number of units required for the certificate, C. Fitzsimons moved, and 

V. Rapp seconded, that these proposals be approved. The motion carried.

Chair Key asked the CCC to continue its meeting so that the remaining Fine Arts proposals could be reviewed.  The committee agreed to do so.

FINE ARTS PROPOSALS (CONTINUED):

In response to R. Quadhamer’s request that the proposals for Speech Communication 25abcd and 25Labcd and the Speech Communication major be addressed at the CCC’s December 10th meeting, N. Hata moved to table these proposals.  C. Striepe seconded the motion, which carried.  R. Quadhamer then outlined the revisions to the Photography major and explained that only one semester of the repeatable courses would count toward credit for the major.  J. Young moved for approval of the Photography major.  

V. Rapp seconded the motion, which carried.

At 5:00 p.m., V. Rapp moved, and C. Simon seconded, that the meeting be adjourned.  The motion carried.
