CALL TO ORDER

Chair Young called the College Curriculum Committee meeting to order at 2:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
V. Rapp moved that the minutes of the November 28, 2006, CCC meeting be approved as written and C. Somin seconded the motion.  As there were no corrections, Chair Young called for a vote and the minutes were approved as presented.  

CHAIR’S REPORT

In recognition of how the CCC illustrates collegiality at its best, Chair Young treated everyone at today’s meeting with refreshments.  The Chair thanked CCC representatives for their extended service during the fall semester and acknowledged that many hours of work were required for review of the extraordinary number of proposals, including those for the Compton Community Education Center, this semester.  She then informed everyone that after today’s meeting, the CCC will have reviewed over 150 proposals this fall.

Continuing, Chair Young requested the committee to consider a motion for approval of today’s minutes via the mail so that curriculum approved during the meeting can be placed on the agenda for the Board of Trustees’ January meeting.  V. Rapp moved, and J. Stewart seconded, that the CCC approve its December 5, 2006, minutes via the mail.  As there was no discussion, Chair Young called for a vote and the motion carried.

VICE PRESIDENT OF ACADEMIC AFFAIRS’ REPORT

J. Young announced that Dean Way was serving as the Vice President of Academic Affairs’ designee for today’s meeting then asked the dean if there was a Vice President’s report.  R. Way, on behalf of F. Arce, stated that the words of thanks Chair Young had delivered earlier were echoed by the Vice President.  Dean Way added that, on behalf of the academic deans, he would like to thank the committee members for all of the help they provided faculty and the divisions this past semester.
CURRICULUM REVIEW

Chair Young informed the CCC that the Humanities Division had asked that the proposal for the Chinese conversation course be withdrawn from today’s agenda.  The proposal will be resubmitted in spring; it will be on the agenda for the CCC’s February 27th meeting.  J. Young then advised members to discard their copies of this proposal as new ones will be distributed in February.  The Chair also informed the committee that review of the proposal for the revision to the Music catalog program description had been postponed until February 27th as the Fine Arts Division was unable to finalize the proposal for today’s meeting.
FINE ARTS PROPOSALS:
Chair Young announced that W. Brownlee of the Art faculty would lead the discussion of the division’s proposals as the division dean was unable to attend today’s meeting.  While distributing an errata sheet for the Digital Arts Certificates of Competence and Completion proposals, W. Brownlee introduced J. Dallal, an Art faculty member, and J. Tardibuono, the Fine Arts Division faculty coordinator.  A brief discussion of the certificates was then held and after revisions were agreed to, J. Young questioned the requirement of two units of coursework in either Independent Study or Cooperative Career Education.  J. Dallal responded that when the certificates were originally created, this requirement was included on the advice of the advisory committee because students earning a certificate needed to develop portfolios.  Chair Young said the requirement concerned her if students were using these courses for portfolio development.  The purpose of Independent Study is to provide students with the opportunity to explore subjects not part of the existing curriculum and the purpose of CCE is to provide an educational opportunity related to employment.  During the lengthy discussion that ensued, it was pointed out that Independent Study is categorized as an honors course and that all students might not meet the enrollment restrictions.  Concern about CCE focused on the fact that CCE is limited to vocational courses and not all of the options for the certificates were vocational programs, and that budget constraints have extremely limited CCE offerings.  Chair Young suggested that the Art Department could create a portfolio development course or add a lab component to the existing lecture course that covers portfolio development.  R. Way stated he was sensitive to obstacles that prohibit students from earning a degree or certificate.  Continuing, he said that this particular requirement could become an obstacle as it may not always be feasible for the College to offer Independent Study and/or CCE sections.  In response to the concerns raised, 
W. Brownlee said the Art Department was currently working on program review and that the need to develop a portfolio course for these certificates will be discussed.  Then the requirement of taking either an Independent Study or a CCE course was adjusted for the Digital Photography option.  Because this program is not classified, by the System Office, as vocational, the option of taking a CCE course was removed.  As there was no more discussion, L. Kjeseth moved that the Fine Arts proposals be approved.  C. Somin seconded the motion, which carried with one abstention.
INDUSTRY AND TECHNOLOGY PROPOSALS:

R. Way distributed an errata sheet and asked that review begin with the Automotive Collision Repair/Painting Major.  The dean provided a revised justification for this proposal then the CCC reviewed the rewritten catalog program description.  After accepting the revisions discussed, the CCC turned to the Automotive Collision Repair/Painting Certificates of Competence and Completion proposals.  The committee agreed to the revised justifications for both certificates and to the addition of two low-unit options for the Certificate of Completion.  P. Gebert then moved, and C. Somin seconded, that the Industry and Technology proposals be approved.  The motion carried.
BEHAVIORAL AND SOCIAL SCIENCES PROPOSALS:

J. Young first relinquished the Chair to L. Kjeseth, the CCC’s Chair Pro Tempore, in order to present the Behavioral and Social Sciences proposals then distributed an errata sheet.  She asked that review begin with the new course Child Development 169 – Special Education Practicum.  The committee was provided with revisions, which were agreed to, for the proposal form, the prerequisite, the catalog description, and Sections II and V of the outline.  Because this is a practicum course where students work closely with children, J. Stewart asked if a first aid or CPR prerequisite would be appropriate.  J. Young explained that such a prerequisite could be valuable but that the Childhood Education Department had determined it was not necessary.  She added that all students are advised that CPR is a requirement for employment in the Childhood Education field then mentioned that this practicum, including its conditions of enrollment, mirrors the existing practicum established for traditional classroom settings.  Discussion turned to the proposal for the Childhood Education Major and after minor corrections to the form were noted and accepted, the CCC addressed the Certificates of Competence and Completion for Early Childhood Education, Early Intervention Assistant, Infant/Toddler Education, Program Administration, School Age Child Care, and Special Education Assistant.  J. Young informed the CCC of minor adjustments, which were accepted, for all of these proposals.  Next, the CCC addressed the proposals for the School Health Clerk Certificates of Competence and Completion.  During J. Young’s brief remarks about these proposals, the committee was told that the certificates had originally been developed by the Nursing Department, and that it has recently been determined that the certificates serve the needs of students in both the Nursing and Childhood Education Departments.  Therefore, the decision was reached to have both departments share responsibility for the certificates.  As there were no questions about the School Health Clerk certificates, review turned to the Ethnic Studies Major.  J. Young first provided corrections for this proposal and clarification of the number of units for each of the options; she then addressed the Sociology Major proposal, for which the CCC had no questions.  

The division’s presentation concluded with the proposal for the new course, Psychology 22 – Sport Psychology.  J. Young reminded the CCC that this proposal had been tabled at the last meeting because of concerns raised by the Kinesiology Department.  Subsequently, the Psychology and Kinesiology Departments participated in discussions about the course; the outcome of the discussions was the decision to cross list the course in the Psychology and Physical Education curriculum.  Therefore, the Curriculum Office has been provided with a Physical Education 275 – Sport Psychology proposal that is a duplicate of Psychology 22 except for the title and the catalog note, which indicates these two courses are the same.  The CCC then reviewed the Psychology 22/Physical Education 275 proposal and agreed to revisions for the proposal form, the catalog description, and Sections II and III of the outline.  As the division’s presentation had ended, M. Lipe moved that the Behavioral and Social Sciences proposals and the Health Sciences and Athletics proposal be approved.  C. Somin seconded the motion, which carried.  C. Somin then moved, and M. Lipe seconded, that the conditions of enrollment be approved.  The motion carried.  At this time, L. Kjeseth returned the duties of the Chair to J. Young.

DISTANCE EDUCATION GUIDELINES
Chair Young referred CCC members to the Distance Education Guidelines which were included in the day’s packet and asked that everyone review these guidelines carefully in preparation for the first meeting next spring.  She reminded those present that revisions are now necessary for these guidelines inasmuch as the Distance Education Advisory Committee has been removed from the curriculum review and approval process.

Chair Young then thanked the CCC for agreeing to hold today’s meeting.  She stated that having the committee’s final meeting of the fall semester one week after its last meeting, instead of two, allows for all curriculum reviewed by the CCC to be Board approved prior to the beginning of the spring semester.  She acknowledged that having two meetings in consecutive weeks required members to adjust their review of proposals into a compressed time frame and expressed her appreciation for everyone’s efforts.  

At 3:45 p.m., C. Somin moved, and J. Siddiqui seconded, that the meeting be adjourned.  The motion carried.

Child Development 169 – Special Education Practicum

Prerequisite:  Child Development 4 or 32; Child Development 7, 8, 9, and 10; Child Development 16 or 17 or 18 or 19 with minimum grade of C in prerequisite or equivalent

Credit, degree applicable; Transfer CSU

This practicum provides students with supervised experience working with infants, toddlers, and young children with special needs in a variety of early intervention and education settings such as self-contained or fully-included day care programs, regional centers, or early childhood classroom.  Students will assist in the planning and implementation of intervention strategies and will work collaboratively with families as well as early intervention and special education professionals.  Students will develop communication skills that are culturally sensitive towards the unique needs of children and families of children with special needs.

Psychology 22 – Sport Psychology

Units:  3
Lecture:  3 hours
       Faculty Load:  20.000%

Recommended Preparation:  Psychology 5; eligibility for English 1A

Credit, degree applicable; Transfer CSU

This course is a scientific study of the psychological factors associated with participation and performance in sport activities.  Emphasis will be placed on how psychological principles and research can be used to understand and enhance sport performance.  Topics will include historical and theoretical perspectives of sport psychology, research methods, and the relationship between sport performance and various personality, motivational, and social psychological variables.  Gender and age issues, as well as the effects and management of unhealthy behaviors, will be discussed.

The automotive collision repair/painting program prepares students for employment in the field and provides upgrade opportunities for currently employed personnel.  By completing the degree or certificate requirements, the students will gain proficiency in safety practices industry repair standards, vehicle identification and construction, estimating, body repairs, frame repairs, vehicle alignment, welding, collision analysis, manual and mechanical metal finishing techniques, structural repairs, vehicle alignment, surface preparation, and vehicle painting-finishing, and the use of collision repair equipment.  In addition, completing the certificate requirements prepares students for employment in the fields of automotive insurance investigation, vehicle accident reconstruction, automotive collision repair, or automotive painting.  Competencies will be assessed regularly in accordance with Automotive Service Excellence (ASE) and the Industry Conference on Automotive Collision Repair (ICAR) standards.  Students completing the program may expect to enter industry as automotive collision repair technicians or automotive painters by student performance in the Automotive Collision Repair/Painting classroom and laboratory.
