DANCE CLASSROOMS
The noise issue stems from the corridor doors to the dance rooms being opened or left open when loud music is being played in the rooms. The music then migrates to the adjacent offices and classrooms. The reason given for the doors being left open is due to the poor performance of the existing ventilation and cooling system.
 

This has been a recurrent issue with the building users going back to the occupancy of the then new building in 1979. The division deans responsible for the programs housed in the building have attempted to mitigate the effects of the loud music. Their efforts have not proved to be consistently successful.   
 

The facilities solution to this issue is to improve the ventilation and cooling to the dance rooms thus removing the need to leave the doors open.
 

This work will be included in the renovation plan for the building, which is scheduled to begin in 2013.
 

Unless it is decided to expedite the ventilation and cooling system upgrade ahead of the renovation, which I do not recommend, then the mitigation of the effects of the loud music will need to continue to be a cooperative effort by the building users.
 

I recommend the divisions work to resolve the issue.
