FTP Access has been discontinued for department web pages.  The faculty still has ftp access to their web pages. 
Reasons:

For the marketing department to manage what is being placed on our public web site.  Of course that we would be hard to do for each and every dept. with one web developer so in order to help in this process we are implementing Omni Update campus wide.
Omni Update will be used as our web management tool so that everyone will be able to update the web content in a streamlined fashion and we can keep track of changes.  
Some things to know about Omni –

Omni Update will allow users to logon from any computer with internet access on or off campus to edit web page content.

Omni update will still allow a user to use dreamweaver or similar programs to edit  web pages, but you still need to logon to omni and obtain the files you want and make your changes with those other wysiywig programs. The downside, if you are really set on using dreamweaver or similar programs it really does take more effort  on your part because you have to logon to omni,  download the file, make your changes then upload back to Omni. It’s much easier to just edit the files right in Omni Update, and then they are already on the server.  So we are not saying you can’t use dreamweaver or frontpage you just don’t have a connection to upload your files through these programs anymore since ftp access has been stopped. Those of you have used these know what I am referring to.

What is helpful about Omni is it keeps track of page updates, the department or individual responsible for doing such, and to manage the approval process needed by the Marketing Dept.  When files are changed, the web developer receives an email that the file has been updated and needs to be approved. At that point, the pages are reviewed and submitted to the live production server. An email is sent out to the user notifying them the files are published.
To help implement Omni Update Staff Development will be providing training in the next several months.
