Approval of Meeting Notes

Other – There was objection to Phil Knypstra’s appointment to the committee as a member.  His presence is encouraged, but not as a committee member.  The Federation has filed a formal complaint.  It was determined that this matter should be resolved outside of the committee meeting.

It was asked if the Insurance Benefits Committee was required to comply with the Brown Act.  Vic Hanson explained that this question was posed a couple of years ago and determined that this committee does not have to comply with the Brown Act although the committee is mentioned in the contracts.  The meeting notes are posted on the ECC Info Net.

Future meetings

Revised Marketing Timeline

Kristin Yokoyama presented the timeline stating that the dates had to be altered because all of the census data was not received at Keenan & Associates.  She also mentioned that at the November 2003 meeting, it was discussed and agreed that the proposals to replace CalPERS are due back in March 2004 and will be compiled and presented to the committee at the April 2004 meeting.  Understanding that there are usually three components that will influence the decision to leave CalPERS; benefits, network, and cost, therefore the committee may not need the CalPERS renewal rates to make a decision.  Members stated that if this information was provided last year, it might have assisted in the decision process.  Vic Hanson clarified that last year Keenan was requested to present CalPERS replacement information and not requested to make a recommendation.

Future meetings – Draft of the Request for Proposal letter that will be submitted to carriers, trusts, JPAs.

Proposal for Employee Insurance Benefits Consulting Services

Janet Clarke presented the proposal draft and in response to chair’s question it was noted that Fickewirth and Associates will not be bidding.  A request was made to change the Statement of Purpose.  The responses from the bidding consultants are due back by February 6, 2004 and report the RFP responses to the committee for the February 10th meeting.
