· Brief introductions were made.    
 
· Notes of the November 26, 2002 meeting were reviewed and approved.  
· Keenan & Associates discussed the premium and claims reports for the Delta Dental plan and the Vision Service Plan (VSP).  Both plans continue to run on target.  

· Keenan & Associates reviewed the Legislative Updates.  Effective January 1, 2003, the federal tax credit for dependent care will increase to $3,000 for one child and $6,000 for two or more children.  The tax credit increase does not change the $5,000 limit on Dependent Care Flexible Spending Accounts.  However, employees may be able to claim a tax credit on $1,000 of expenses, in addition to receiving the $5,000 of FSA benefits.  Also discussed was the California budget deficit.  This budget deficit will be followed closely over the next several months.

· Keenan & Associates distributed the revised CalPERS time-line.  The census information is being gathered and will be provided to Keenan & Associates within the next week.  The primary carriers that will be asked to provide a quote are Blue Cross, Health Net, PacifiCare and Kaiser.  Cigna and Aetna have declined to quote.  Blue Shield will not quote “against themselves” on the CalPERS business.  However, they have agreed to provide quotes on the CalPERS Districts after a withdrawal is submitted.  
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· The carriers have been asked to provide quotes based on the District’s current plan design.  The Committee will consider alternative plan design options once the proposals are received and reviewed at the March 27th meeting.

· The next Insurance Committee Meeting will be held on March 27, 2003.  The meeting will include a status update on the CalPERS medical marketing.

· The meeting was adjourned at 2:10 PM.
