· Brief introductions were made.  Rachel Lickley has been promoted and is transferring to another Keenan & Associates office.
 
· Notes of the January 20, 2003 meeting were reviewed and approved as presented for posting on the intranet.  
· Keenan & Associates discussed the premium and claims reports for the Delta Dental plan and the Vision Service Plan (VSP).  Both plans continue to run on target.  

· Keenan & Associates reviewed the marketing exhibits.  Keenan & Associates stated that CalPERS has revised their timeline for releasing the 2004 renewal rates.  The anticipated release date is June 15, 2003.  School districts participating in CalPERS will have 60 days from the release of the renewal rates to submit their request to withdraw from CalPERS.  It is estimated that the increase for the medical programs will be between 25 – 30%.  Vic Hanson emphasized the importance of sharing the medical marketing results, timelines, and network comparisons with the various bargaining units.  
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The CalPERS Medical Cost Alternatives exhibit assumes a 20% renewal increase for the Kaiser Permanente.  The carrier proposed rates are guaranteed through December 31, 2004.
