The meeting was called to order at 12:04 p.m.

Approval of Meeting Notes

Phil Knypstra’s status as a member was questioned.  Vic Hanson stated this issue  will be addressed in the September 10, 2004 Arbitration meeting.  Until that time, Phil’s membership will not have voting rights.  This was a unilateral decision by the chairperson.  

Allene Quarles should be listed as an “Alternate”.

It was also stated that the meeting notes were not correct regarding Ann Clifford.  She did not make the statement “if the CalPERS rates are released in June with a 20% decrease in the current cost, she doesn’t believe the staff would support leaving CalPERS” it should state “could be a 20% decrease”

Dickerson Employee Benefits Presentation

Daisy Tseng-Holmes from Dickerson Employee Benefits presented and reviewed Employee Benefits Program 2005 Renewal Review.  There were concerns that the enrollment numbers used in the presentation differed.  The members questioned the source of the enrollment numbers.  After discussion, Valerie Jeffrey explained that the census was released to Keenan & Associates in November 2003.  The difference may be due to retirements that occurred at the end of the year.  Retirees usually change from the HMOs to a PPO program during the open enrollment prior to retirement. The committee suggested that both consultants use the same enrollment numbers for consistency in their presentations.

SISC will be contacted for the HMO rates as requested in the RFP.  

Daisy Tseng-Holmes explained that Dickerson would not make a recommendation until CalPERS releases their 2005 renewal rates.

CalPERS Medical Marketing Update

Debbie Smith with Keenan & Associates distributed and reviewed two CalPERS articles.  The first article stated that CalPERS is removing 38 hospitals from their network.  Locally that includes, 

Cedars-Sinai, City of Hope, Presbyterian Intercommunity, St. Mary, St. Vincent, West Hills, and USC.  These hospitals have 30 days to accept the CalPERS pricing offer.  The second article was 

regarding regional pricing. There will be five regions and no region is expected to pay more than 11 percent over the current premiums.

Brad Zumbro with Keenan stated that SISC’s rates are valid from January 1 2005 through September 30, 2005.

Additional Items for Discussion
Dickerson was requested to provide an AETNA network comparison at the June 22, 2004 meeting.

The Committee express concerns about the timeframe and if they will be able to review the CalPERS plan. It was stated that the plan designs for CalPERS would come out with the rates. It was asked to chairperson how the calendar looks like to present to the board, chairperson stated 3rd week in July.

Committee would like the cost of administering the medical plan if ECC withdraws from CalPERS. Vic Hanson stated they would look up the cost.

It was voted to cancel the June 8, 2004 meeting and add a new meeting June 29, 2004
