· Reviewed Notes of October 25, 2001 meeting.  The third sentence of point three should read: “Of this 71, 34 expressed interest in part-time benefits of which 24 had no other medical source.”  Point four was discussed and Brad Zumbro will get back to Don Brown regarding domestic partner surveys previously conducted in LA County.  No other changes were noted.

· Keenan & Associates reviewed the Premium and Claims reports for both Delta Dental and VSP.  The paid loss ratio for Delta Dental in the month of August 2001 is running at 79.8% bringing the 12-month average to 81.3%.  The loss ratio for the vision plan through VSP is at 77% for year to date.

· Cheryl Beverly introduced Marty Freeman of “Family Care” who gave a presentation on their discount program for medical, accidental death and dismemberment, dental, vision, hearing and prescriptions.  The plan discussed, “Platinum Healthcare Plan,” costs $599.40 annually.  This “discount program” was discussed for a possible offering to part-time employees with no other benefit source.  Marcia Wade suggested that the committee review and discuss at the next meeting.

· Mike Duncan discussed IRC 457 plans.   This plan can be offered alongside the IRC 403b and essentially, if offered, would allow employees to double their deferred savings.   This will be discussed further at the next committee meeting.
