Review of Email Ballots
G. Miranda reported the results of the email ballot on Psy 9A, Psy 9B, and Soc 109 which were approved for IGETC submission.  In addition, Childhood Education certificates of completion/competence were inactivated and resubmitted as certificates of achievement per new State mandate.  
Minimum GPA for new Certificate of Achievement
A. Himsel stated that the issue of the minimum GPA for the new certificate of achievement has been addressed by the CCC.  The division went on record favoring a minimum grade of C or better in every course in the certificate.
Anticipated Proposals
G. Miranda discussed the proposed curriculum review of courses planned for this academic year.  Few new proposals are expected but various faculty members have received outlines in need of course review. New courses are being prepared in History and Philosophy; the History and Psychology Departments are planning to renumber their entire curriculum.  Anthropology (7, 8, 9, 11), Child Development (4, 7, 8, 9, 10, 12, 20, 29, 30, 31, 37-40), Economics (2), History (3 & 4), Human Development (12), Philosophy (5) and Psychology (3, 4, 7, 8, 15) are expected to be submitted this year or next as part of course review.
Anthropology 5

The DCC reviewed the final draft of the new course proposal—Anthropology 5 (Physical Anthropology Laboratory).  Edits to the course objectives (#9—wording), total number of hours (VI.—6 hours added), Instructional methodology (check “group activities” and delete “field trips”) Conditions of Enrollment (check “both” instead of “prerequisite”); and under Enrollment Limitation (#2 delete wording).

American Studies 7 

The DCC was asked to review and comment on this course which is being updated for the first time since the mid-1990s.  Beverly will send out a deadline for feedback.
Global Awareness—new course proposal

J. Nachef has submitted a new course proposal which is the outgrowth of the GETT pilot class set up as part of the Title VI grant two years ago.  The proposed course will become part of a planned international studies/global studies major.  As proposed, the course would be interdisciplinary.  S. Dowden stated that she would work on revisions to the course which is in first draft form.  All comments should be sent to her from committee members after reviewing the outline.
