The DCC reviewed the following Child Development courses:  Cdev 108 (The Preschool Child), Cdev 109 (The Home, The School, The Community), Cdev 130 (Principles of Program Administration), and Cdev 110 (Child Health and Safety).  The first three were being presented as part of course review.
Child Development 108:  The DCC approved this course with recommended edits to the course objectives, outline of subject matter—major topics, and typical assignment; instructional methodology, requested current publisher’s date for the required text, and prerequisite.

Child Development 109:  The committee tabled this proposal but made suggested changes to the catalog description, course objectives, major topics and typical assignment and college-level critical thinking assignments.

Child Development 130:  The DCC approved this course with suggested edits including an additional course objective, rearrangement of major topics and removal of check marks from IV.A.1, 4 from “other” category.  Changes were approved to the college-level critical thinking assignments and work outsides of class and instructional methodology.

Child Development 110:  The DCC approved a distance education version of this course.
The DCC was asked to submit questions or suggested edits to J. Montgomery for Child Development 137abcd, 138abcd, 139abcd, and 140abcd (Mentor Seminar A,B,C, D).  She briefly explained the nature of these seminar courses.
