SABBATICAL LEAVE COMMITTEE MINUTES

27 May 2004
Present:  Dr. Fonte, Dr. Rapp, Mr. Stanbury, Dean Way
Request for Extension and Substitution of Approved Graduate Coursework – Dr. Quinones

The Sabbatical Leave Committee met to review Dr. Quinones’ request for substitution of approved graduate coursework and extension of time to complete her sabbatical.  The following comments were noted:


--
Faculty members should be required to pay money back for not completing sabbatical as previously agreed.

--
If the committee approves the extension through the summer, the faculty member could still meet the report deadline.

Dr. Rapp informed the committee that she spoke with Professor Patterson who, after reviewing Dr. Quinones’ request, said that he would be in favor of approving the request that she complete her sabbatical by the end of summer.  This, he said, was an exception with which he could live.

Dr. Fonte noted that if Dr. Quinones is able to complete the report within the original time frame, he would have no objection to approving the request.

Dean Way added that he would approve the request and that summer completion seemed reasonable.  

--
Dr. Rapp questioned the reason for allowing the extension in preparation for other faculty members making the same type of request.  Although other members felt that each request would need to be decided on a case-by-case basis and that the circumstance must be extenuating, they all agreed that this was not an extenuating circumstance.  
The committee voted on whether Dr. Quinones would be allowed to substitute coursework and complete her sabbatical by the end of summer.  The vote was four in favor, one against (Rapp was the dissenting vote).  Those in favor felt that the appointment to the Board of Governors is indeed an extraordinary situation.  
Committee members unanimously agreed that they will not be willing to review any additional request for an extension or course substitution.  The report will be due within six weeks after the beginning of the subsequent semester, exclusive of the summer session.  
The committee will also review and revise/add to the list of Rules of the Sabbatical Leave Committee. 
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
