CLARIFICATION OF SABBATICAL LEAVE PROJECTS – 2004/2005
Clarification of Sabbatical Leave projects for 2004/2005 were noted as follows:

Traditional:

Robert Pielke – Dr. Rapp reported that applicant’s proposal is an extensive revision of existing software.  It will involve the creation of original material involving the use of a unique programming language.  The software will be used by other philosophy department members, as well as some four-year colleges.  There are no copyright issues as the applicant is the holder of the copyright. Therefore, the committee approved applicant’s proposal for the writing of computer software for instructional use.

Applicant’s proposal for a program of independent study was approved as written.  Dr. Rapp also confirmed that Ms. Bilici will take her sabbatical in Spring 2005 instead of Fall 2004.
Alternates:
