1. The meeting was opened at 10:33 a.m. by Joyce Hopkins.  Minutes of  April 19 were accepted as written.

Committee Reports
Miriam reported on the Administrative Services Area Council meeting.  The main topic was the new portal and what information would be available.  At this reading, most people will be aware of it.  There was information of how to customize the start page.  

At Janice Ely’s request, Miriam also reviewed the new web registration process meeting held Monday, May 16, which will also be offered again on Tuesday, May 17.  On the student web page, students are able to select classes before their registration dates and put them in a shopping cart.  When it is time to register, they go in and make their choices from the shopping card and register, provided prerequisites are met.  


Another change is the wait list.  If someone drops out of a class and leaves an open space, the system will automatically take the first person on the wait list (provided there are no time conflicts or prerequisites needed), put that person in the class, and notify them by e-mail.  If there is any conflict, the second person on the wait list is accepted in the class but the first person holds their place on the wait list pending resolution of the conflict.  There is no notification if registration is done on the phone.  


Miriam has made notes of all the information for those cashiers who may be unable to attend one of the sessions.

Janice Ely reported that Mike D’Amico announced there will be a new 911 emergency phone system installed.  The procedure on campus is still to dial 9 and 911, routing calls through the ECC Police.  Coming in the future will be the ability for anyone on campus using a cell phone to automatically have 911 calls routed through the ECC Police.  Boundaries are yet to be determined.  

Colleague will be taken down at 6:00 p.m. on Thursday, May 19, but is expected to be up Friday morning.  Miriam spoke with Satish who said they could work with the time.

The 3CDUG meeting in June will be held at Mt. San Jacinto College.  Anyone who wants to attend needs to get registered.

4. Pam announced that the initial copies of the 2005-06 Tentative Budget are already out of date.  She thanked everyone who contributed to putting it together.  There will be an opportunity to make some changes if errors are found.  There will be no major changes before the Board adopts it in June.

The budget was prepared prior to the May revise announced by the Governor on May 13.  The changes are in the District’s favor.  ECC used the projection for COLA of 3.93% and the May revise is saying 4.32%.  This is roughly $227,000 more revenue.  

ECC used the assumption that equalization would be in the current base, but no new funds will be received.  There may be $40 million in new moneys.  

There are also a couple things assumed that may not happen.  It was understood that the Governor wanted to increase STRS contributions from districts from 8.25% to 10.25%.  The May revise said nothing but there is less support for it so it may not happen.  

All savings will go to help with the Reserve for Contingencies currently at 4% that must be brought up to 5% by the time the Final Budget is adopted.  If it is not, ECC would be put on a State watch list which is not a good thing.


Copies of the current Tentative Budget are available for anyone who would like to have a copy.
