The auditor from Vicenti Lloyd Stutzman will be working on the bond.  Auditors from Vavrinek Trine Day will be in the office the second week of November.  In the last audit they wrote up a few items, not actual findings but items they need to have addressed.


Copies of the final budget were put in mail boxes for those who make use of them.  If anyone wants a copy, the book is available.


Copies were distributed of a Memo of Understanding between ECCE and the District regarding how to deal with some of the actions that ECC employees are being asked to perform in relation to Compton within their regular 8-hour workday or working beyond their 8 hours at Compton.  A memo to managers is going out about how to handle the overtime.  Mileage reimbursement is based on 8 miles, ECC to Compton and 8 miles return.  The time frame is retroactive to June 1.  Non-cert temps are not covered because they are not represented by the bargaining unit.


It is important to keep track of what you are doing for Compton and the length of time to do it.  All overtime must still be preapproved, same procedure as has always been in place.  The overtime rate of pay plus stipend is explained.


Miriam stated that one thing not covered in the MOU was the question of whether people would be made to go to Compton.  No one can be forced to go to Compton; however, there would be discussion of what the problem might be about not going.
