ATM 

The contract for the Wells-Fargo ATM machine, located at the Student Services Center for several years, will expire in June. The decision is to go with the ECC Credit Union.  Student employees are also eligible to join the credit union.  Anyone who does not have a credit union account can use their own bank card and the charge to use an ATM on campus will be less than is currently charged for using a non-Wells Fargo card.  This will go into effect in July 2003.

An ECC ATM machine may be put in the same location as the current ATM plus they will be located in the convenience stores.  More information will be coming.
