The new classified employees contracted passed with 85% in favor of it.

At the December 6 Budget Development Committee meeting, Pam shared the 2002-03 preliminary budget.  On January 10, 2002, the Governor will come out with the State of the State address and we will have a better idea of what the budget looks like.  It is anticipated that ECC will not receiving moneys for increased energy costs. 

Natural Sciences will be moving due to construction, probably relocated to current classrooms as early as spring.  The General Fund needs to put a contribution toward those costs.  Part of expenses are in the current budget but not the total.

No growth is projected.  If anyone has personal experiences with children, anyone trying to attend ECC, indicate problems with solutions or experiences of good will to share with VP’s.  

Luukia reported that other colleges are changing curriculums and adding different classes and ECC is not making changes.
