All panels are required to contain a trained affirmative action officer.  The college provides this training and all are encouraged to be trained available to serve.

Area Council Report:  (Bill Benson and Ron Martinkus)

· Employee performance assessments are being activated again with emphasis on management and supervisors being trained to properly evaluate.

· There is a new concept that the evaluations need to show excellence along with stating areas where it might be in the employee’s interest to develop.

· Computer Technical needs must be submitted by 2/10/02.  It was suggested that computers for Facilities non-office staff be requested so all can have access to email notifications and other electronic information.

· Core training is 26 hours annually for each employee to enhance credentials and professional development.

A description of the Science Complex Project was displayed along with the scheduling spreadsheet.  It was explained how the funding would occur.  The rationale for selecting parking lot B for the temporary facilities was explained.
