January 16, 2008

The meeting began at 2:50

Minutes: The minutes of the December 19, 2007 meeting were approved as written.
Facility for Rape Victims:  El Camino Police Department should use the local SART (Sexual Assault Response Team) at Little Company of Mary Hospital.
The interview on the November 13, 2007 rape victim was not completed until a month later.   The victim filed a claim against the District.  El Camino Community College District is preparing for defense action.

Officer Call-In for Shift Coverage: With the addition of the two new officers, officer call-in for shift coverage shouldn’t be a major problem.  At the time that this problem occurred, training was also going on which affected the number of officers available for call-in.
Ticket Sign-Off:  Anyone coming to El Camino Police Department for a ticket sign-off should be referred back to issuing agency.
Transient “Roots in the Park”:  Chief Port is contacting the park police chief.  He and the park police chief will tour Alondra Park if necessary.
Parking Booth Attendants:  The on-going construction projects are an excellent opportunity to hire parking booth attendants for Lot C North and Lot J.  Past parking booth attendants have been retired people.  This has worked out well.  Erick Mendoza with check with the Financial Aid/College Work Study Office for potential employees.
Police Officer County Livescan User Account: - If a police officer’s Livescan user account is not used for 90, the user account will be disabled.   Josh Armstrong will provide the chief with a list of disabled accounts.  Officer Marc Scott will put together a procedures binder for IRC booking.
Active Shooter Training: Active shooter training will be held for eight Saturdays at El Camino College.  El Camino Compton Center police officers will be incorporated into the training.

SWAT Participation:  Chief Port distributed a memo to all officers with information on the SWAT team participation.  Anyone interested must be interviewed and pass an obstacle course.  The Gardena Police Department would be El Camino College’s first responder.
Compton Update:  El Camino Compton Center held a Board meeting last night.  There are 9 officers at the EC Compton Center PD who will be incorporated into ECPD. Processing of the police officers will begin within the next two weeks.  Staff from El Camino College’s Human Resources Office will go to Compton with applications, etc.  It is anticipated that this will be completed within 30 to 45 days.

El Camino Compton Center Police Department will be sharing El Camino Police Department’s radio frequency.  Radio traffic will be on channel one.
Tiburon Cad System:  El Camino Police Department went live with the Tiburon Cad system yesterday.
Tiburon CDL & Warrant Checks thru Dispatch:  As a reminder, officers must specify to the dispatcher if they want a CDL.  The name must be last name, first name and middle initial.  Tiburon is a “real time” system and calls can no longer be backdated.  If an officer forgets to clear him or herself, dispatch cannot go back and change the time.

Parking Permit Machines:  The new parking permit machines will have a wireless modem and credit/debit cards can be used.  Because of this option, time for money pick-up will be reduced.

The new cash counting equipment was installed at the Cashier’s Office.  After the cashier’s are trained, the parking permit monies will be taken directly to the cashier’s office.  The cashiers will handle the money counting and the money pick-up by the armored car service.

Segways:  There is a T3 model (tripod 3-wheeler) which appears to be better than the Segways. The company is located in Costa Mesa.  The chief would like to purchase four.  Two will be for El Camino College and two will be for El Camino Compton Education Center.
Round Table
Francisco Esqueda – Are there any plans to fit Unit 56 with an MDC?  The police department will obtain a price quote from South Bay Regional.
Lasermax Units – The old Lasermax units were given to police officers at the El Camino Compton Education Center Police Department.   There are four El Camino Police Department officers who want Lasermax units for their department issued weapon.  Officer Esqueda will provide Chief Port with the specifications.   
Some less than lethal equipment is not repairable.   Officer Esqueda will provide a proposal.

Tasers - The order for tasers will be a joint order with ECPD and EC Compton Center Police Department.
Per Officer Esqueda, after the Virginia Tech College incident, Mr. Rocky Bonura gave a verbal commitment to purchase additional armor for the police department.  Officer Esqueda will give Chief Port a list of the armor needed.

Supplemental weapons system for the police department – Officer Esqueda will work with the watch commander and come up with information on automatic rifles.
Erick Mendoza – Most of the officers received their key cards for the Humanities building.  The key card allows access into the building only. Doors to the classrooms or offices cannot be opened with the key card.  If access is necessary, the police department has an over ride card. 
Marc Scott – Can officers participate in continuing education for defensive tactics? 
SWAT participation – In staffing for call outs, what happens if there’s only one officer when a member is called out?
Josh Armstrong /Dispatch Center – The dispatchers are happy with the way the officers are using the MDC’s.  However, when officers use the MDC’s for traffic patrol stops, this becomes an officer safety issue because the dispatcher is not aware that a traffic stop is in progress.  

When EC Compton Center Police Department officially comes under El Camino Police Department, a second dispatcher, at a minimum, will be needed to handle window traffic at El Camino Police Department.
Jan Caldwell - CPR/First Aid recertification starts tomorrow.
VP Administrative Services Area Council Issues – El Camino Police Department offered to assist in planning the Sexual Assault Awareness/Prevention presentation that was held on January 15 and January 16. No one contacted El Camino Police Department.  The police department has qualified officers who have experience and knowledge in this area.
