The meeting began at 2:12 p.m.  The minutes of February 20 were approved as written.

Spring 2008 Semester Update

Student parking at the Alondra Park Golf Course ends Friday, March 21, 2008.  There was an average of 20 to 25 cars per day.  The District still needs to decide where to accommodate student parking in the future.  
The police department is gearing up for the Spring 2008 DUI Fair.  It will be held on Tuesday, April 1, 2008.  The chief will send a campus wide email.

ECPD/Compton Center PD Update

The bid for the ECPD/Compton Center PD radio system is for the main frequency.  Channel 2 was not included.  The price quote was reasonable which includes portable radios and the dispatch console.  The bid was less than what was anticipated because the consultants found the equipment on the approved CMAS bid list.  It is scheduled to go to the April Board of Trustees meeting for approval.

Backgrounds for officers with the El Camino Compton Center Police Department will be starting soon.  They should be done within 45 days.  The background investigators are from the South Bay.

Interviews for the chief of police position are scheduled for this Friday.  Three candidates will be sent to the president and vice presidents for a second interview.
The El Camino Police Department will have another police officer vacancy because Officer Marc Scott is resigning.  He has accepted a Special Agent position with the State Department’s Diplomatic Security Service.  
Officers Alvarino and Tipton passed the physical agility test for the South Bay SWAT Team.  They also had their interviews.  They should be hearing something in about two weeks.  
The Active shooter training concludes March 29, 2008. There are two slots available for MP5 training with the Hawthorne Police Department.
The Humanities building key system is working.  Two officers had problems.  Before those problems can be resolved, more information is needed from them.
Round Table
Dal Toruno – If there are any problems with the upcoming training, it should be brought to his attention.  Taser training has been scheduled and will be done by the trainer at the El Camino Compton Center Police Department.

Dispatch Center – If an officer does not have an MDC, he/she should call it out on the radio so that everyone knows what is going on.  If there are questions or problems pertaining to the MDC, bring it to Josh’s attention.  Field Investigation cards should be completed for skateboarders.  The information should be called in to the dispatch center.
Francisco Esqueda – What is the status on the purchase of a patrol rifle for the police department? It is on hold until the new chief comes on board. 

Sally Port – Trash is constantly found in the sally port and inside the police units.  Everyone is responsible to clean out the trash.
Jonathan Ott – The El Camino Police Department has been approved for state access to armament surplus material from the military
