Division Council Meeting

June 17, 2009

The meeting began at 10:03 am.  The minutes of the May 21, 2009 were approved as written. 

Old/Pending Business

Baseball Caps – Due to the current budget situation, purchasing the baseball caps will be on hold.  It will be revisited next month.   Until a decision is made, if someone wants to buy their own baseball cap, they can go ahead and purchase it.  It was mentioned that during the summer, baseball caps are needed because of the heat.
Police Officer Shirt – Police on Back – The “Police” patch on the back of the police officer polo shirt is for the optional polo shirt.  More information on the cost of the patch and the cost to sew it on is needed.  Dal will get pictures of the patch(es). Discussion will continue at the next Division Council meeting.  
Consideration should also be given to have a “Uniform Committee” consisting of a supervisor and a police officer from El Camino and El Camino Compton Center Police Department.
Incident Response Plan
Chief Trevis spoke with Rocky Bonura.  He is still finalizing the plan.  The plan includes updated maps.  Mike will do a follow-up with Rocky on the status.  Ray Box is working on El Camino Compton Educational Center’s incident plan.  

Gas Masks

An order for the following items was placed through Rocky Bonura:  24 gas masks, 4 vests, 4 helmets, 4 entry ballistic shields.  The cost is approximately $26,000.  Rocky felt optimistic that he could get them.
A list of first aid supplies for El Camino and EC Compton Center Police was given to Rocky.  Keenan and Associates provided the first aid supplies which were shipped to El Camino Police Department.  Officer Jan Caldwell handled distribution of the supplies.
New Business

Invoices DUI Draw – Chief Trevis’ experience has been that the invoice for the blood draw is in the body of the report, narrative, or a supplemental to the report.  If the officer knows the location where the subject was booked, the booking cost should be written in the report.  Jeff Lewis will find out if there is a specific form for the booking cost.

There is an attorney who made some inquiries as to why El Camino Police Department officers were engaging in DUI arrests at Pacific Coast Highway.  This was brought to Dr. Fallo’s attention by a member of the board of trustees. He did not have a problem with the police department participating in the DUI Task Force.

Damage or Problems with the Golf Carts –On a Monday morning a fee weeks ago, it was discovered that one of the golf carts was missing from the sally part.  Department staff was asked if they knew where the cart was.  No one was aware as to what happened to it.  As it turned out, someone, without notifying the dispatch center, brought the cart to Facilities because of a flat tire. 
If there is any problem with the golf carts, it should be reported to the dispatcher so that there is documentation.  

Round Table

Erick Mendoza – Parking Lot A is scheduled to be closed in November 2009 and reopened in 2012.  This will be due to the construction scheduled on the business division building.

Gary Robertson – Board of Trustee Maureen O’Donnell is very supportive of the police department.  There are other board members and union presidents who also very supportive.
Jeff Lewis – As the court liaison officer, Jeff is still getting citations returned for corrections. It is usually same person who issued the cite.  Cities should not be abbreviated.  Medical clearance for booking should also be included.  When booking at the LA Sheriff’s Dept. and the suspect needs medical treatment, authorization to bring the suspect to Bayside Medical must be obtained before the suspect is brought there.  When a suspect is brought for medical treatment, this should also be noted in the police report.
Jan Caldwell – She made first aid kits for El Camino Compton Center Police Department.  She also did an inventory on the kits at El Camino Police Department.  Trash from the first aid kit supplies should be tossed out and not kept in the kits.  Officers should advise Jan if the supplies in the first aid kits need to be replenished.
Is it possible to get 2 more cameras in the Activities Center?  Students are going to other rooms in the Activities Center where cameras are not installed.
Tosh Tipton – What is the status of purchasing 2 more cameras for use out in the field?  The cameras should be point and shoot camera only.  We would like one high quality camera for photographing bruises, etc.  Purchase will be made in the new fiscal year.

Jeff Lewis will check with district attorney’s office regarding digital photos.

Mike Trevis - The department is trying our best with preventative maintenance on the police units.  We do not want anyone driving a unit that is not safe to drive.  Providing that the department has funds, we would like to order new police units.

Patrol Rifle Concept – The chief, Francisco Esqueda and Gary Robertson have discussed this.  Some final details need to be worked out.  A written cost estimate is also needed. The chief not opposed to the idea.
Francisco reported that an alternate automatic rifle to the MP5 was approved. Officers who want to carry an AR rifle on-duty can obtain one of the 3 approved alternates or the MP5.
Arlene Bautista – New department photo ID’s will be done through Western Graphics.  Gary Robertson will continue to work with Harold Tyler in finding a software program that will fit the police department’s photo ID needs.  
Can CSO’s and cadet get ID card like employees?  Gary will check with Human Resources.

Francisco Esqueda – During our Division Council meeting Francisco would like to discuss a section of the procedures manual.

Handcuffing Policy – If a suspect is not arrested and is released, a report must be generated.  Chief Trevis recommended at the next meeting to have further discussion on the officer and dispatcher responsibilities.
Jonathan Ott – Legal case updates have discussed the issue of suspects being detained and not arrested.  This is being scrutinized.

Kenny Galan - Can we do traffic detail at Redondo Beach Boulevard and Crenshaw?  It would be the following locations: Crenshaw at El Camino College to the 3600 block; Redondo Beach Boulevard to the 3600 block; Manhattan Beach Boulevard to the 3600 block.
Mike Trevis – The budget is a big issue.  All department heads were asked to pinpoint part-time staff they can do without.  At the police department, there are 5 part-time positions can be eliminated.  This came to a savings of $3,000.  However, 3 more cadets were added to the current 21 which came to a savings of $11.

We are looking at holding our yearly department meeting during the first week after the summer semester ends. It will include all full-time staff from El Camino and EC Compton Center Police Department.
