Division Council Meeting

August 15, 2007

The meeting began at 2:15 p.m.

Dry Cleaners – El Camino Cleaners does business on a cash basis only.  Therefore, the police department cannot use them.
Car Wash – Does the police department want to consider using the new car wash located on Crenshaw and 154th St., El Camino Village?
Compton Update – For the last two months Captain John Skipper and Interim Chief of Police Port met regarding the merger of El Camino College Police Department and El Camino Compton Center Police Department.  Captain Skipper has a written plan.  After the Labor Day holiday, things will be in full swing as far as how the merger will take place.  The El Camino Police Department Dispatch Center will be the base center for Compton.  Upgrades for the Compton Center Police Department have been identified. A meeting was held with a representative of the State of California Commission on Peace Officer Standards and Training on how to certify the Compton Center Police Department employees.  A background investigator is in place and the El Camino Police Department procedure manual was incorporated at CCPD.  Compton Center Police Department employees must reapply with ECPD.
Training – Chief Port would like to know if officers want to take active roles such as fleet manager, evidence, pepper ball instructor.  To date there has not been much feedback.  This will be on next month’s agenda.
Surrounding law enforcement agencies are willing to do career development training.  One area is the CalGangs system.  Chief Port will obtain more information on officers who are interested.  Also if there are other areas officers feel they need further training, it should be brought to the chief.
Chief of Police Position – The plan is to find a permanent chief.
Sergeant Ott - New cadets have been hired.  Additional PDA cite machines will be ordered.  We are expecting a price quote on Clery software.  This program will help with information required for the Jeanne Clery Disclosure of Campus Security Policy and Campus Crime Statistics Act.  Officer Francisco Esqueda is doing an inventory on ammunition supply including pepper ball supplies.
Vehicle Maintenance System – Josh Armstrong wrote an in-house Vehicle Maintenance Program which tracks mileage and when the police units are due for oil change.
