El Camino College is already three weeks into the semester, and there have been complaints from faculty.   Chief Port would like to make some recommendations.  One possibility is to convert parking Lot L Pie into staff parking stalls.
Chief Port attended a management forum which addressed the topic of a campus wide allocation of three million dollars.   One possibility is the use of Segways by officers on the inner campus.  Chief Port would like more suggestions and ideas.  
Bike Patrol – Captain John Skipper is looking into training at the Redondo Beach Police Department.
A tactical plan for a man in trench coat situation will be forthcoming.
Book thefts and shoplifting are major issues at the El Camino College Bookstore.  This is not an issue at the El Camino Compton Center because students do not have access to the textbooks.  Chief Port will discuss this with Andy.

El Camino Police Department Polo shirts – The department will look into changing the shoulder patch from silk-screening to an embroidered shoulder patch.
Police Officer Summer Shorts – Officers need to decide what kind of short they want to use as summer uniforms.  Initially the shorts used for bike patrol were also used for summer uniforms.
It was determined that two CSO’s will be allowed to do crime lab runs. 

Next week Pacific Parking Systems, Inc., the current vendor for our parking permit machines, will meet with the chief.
Thanks to the persistent, hard work of Officer Tosh Tipton, El Camino Police Department is now receiving court order booking fee reimbursements.  Payment can be made by cashier’s check, money order or personal check. 

Ticket Sign-Off – There will be a charge when El Camino Police Department signs off on a traffic ticket.   The amount must still be determined.
Citation Appeals – If a staff sends a request to someone in the police department to have a citation waived without completing the required Contested Parking Citation form that police department personnel will be responsible for completing the form or the citation and form should be retuned to the staff member for completion.   The completed citation form is required for documentation by Parking Services.  The form is also available on-line.
A suggestion was made to bring back the parking boot attendants.  Parking Lot C, D and J should also have booth attendants.
