The work has been grouped into seven categories:

1. New construction and Renovation

2. Existing buildings

3. Infrastructure systems

4. Outdoor Sites (Other than athletic facilities)

5. Information Technology and Moveable Equipment

6. Athletic Facilities

7. Energy Effeciency

In the New Construction category, renovations are needed for the science complex, auditorium, theater, music building, math and computer science building, and the fieldhouse, one of the oldest buildings on campus.  New construction includes doubling the size of the Child Development Center, adding a second floor to the library’s North wing and creating new buildings, including a new Business Training Center, Health Occupations Center and Health and Fitness Center.

Existing Building needs include improvements such as adding air conditioning, emergency lighting and elevators; replacing doors, drinking fountains and flooring; upgrading fire alarms and ventilation systems; remodeling restrooms and recital halls; and overhauling the men’s and women’s locker rooms.

As for the Infrastructure System, thousands of linear feet of water pipes need replacement, along with pumps, boilers and valves.  Some of this equipment is more than 50 years old.  The natural gas, electrical, sewer, storm drains and security systems are also in need of upgrades.

Outdoor Sites needing repair include driveways, walkways, parking lots and fences.  Landscaping and irrigation renovations have also been identified, as well as creating new campus information signs.

Information Technology and Moveable Equipment needs are items such as tables, audio equipment, video projectors, computers and printers that can be transported from one room to another.

Improvements to the stadium and track are two major projects outlined in the Athletic Facilities category, with plans to build new restrooms and concession stands, replace seats and lights and install a synthetic running track.  The tennis courts also stand to gain lights for night games, the baseball field needs a new backstop, dugouts, drinking fountains and a new storage building.  The softball field needs a new backstop, new sod and improved landscaping.

And though El Camino has completed several energy-saving projects during the past several years, more can be done for Energy Efficiency such as installing new water heaters, lighting sensors and thermal storage.
