Whereas, there is no significant evidence that proves the decrease in spring semester enrollment has a direct correlation to enrollment in the winter intersession; 
Whereas, eliminating the winter intersession would put many transfer students at a unique disadvantage in the admissions process because of I.G.E.T.C., and the major prerequisite courses that must be taken prior to summer session before transfer to the CSU or UC system; 
Whereas, winter intersession is vital source of units for students looking to transfer from El Camino College to a four year university within a two year period; 
Resolved, the El Camino College Associated Students Organization representing the student body supports the continuation of the winter intersession.
