I. Call to Order

            The meeting was called to order at 1:10 p.m.

II. Approval of  June 10, 2009 and June 24, 2009 minutes

 After the minutes for June 10, 2009 were reviewed and discussed by the committee, Don Goldberg moved to approve and Katie Gleason seconded.   

After the minutes for June 24, 2009 were reviewed and discussed by the committee, 

the minutes will be tabled pending clarification. Clarification needed on section IV – Approval of Final 2009-2010 ASB Budget.  

III. Executive Summary of 2008-2009 Budget v Actuals

The committee was in favor of the new format for the Executive Summary 2008-2009 Budget to Actual that Carolee Vakil-Jessop generated. Katie would like to have the executive summary show any significant change in budget activity with bullet points stating why there is a difference or increase/decrease in income/expenses.  Miriam stated that the new Executive Summary should be generated by her to prevent any confusion. 

IV. General review ASB budget 2009-2010

Changes made by Miriam Ifill were approved. Miriam used a figure of $3,000 income for budgeted 2009-2010 entertainment tickets. It was previously listed as $2,000 for this year. Don stated that Miriam should have reduced all by 5% and reported back to the Board stating that a deficit is unavoidable. At a later date the board can make adjustments as needed to balance the budget. Don Goldberg informed the committee that he was told that the High Senior School Day and/or New Student Welcome Day could possibly be eliminated due to budget cuts. The board should consider deficit spending to prevent elimination of either event as both are needed. Don also stated that money should be put back into the Special Request account.

The VP’s in the four areas will need to be asked to clarify what the expense is for so a report can be prepared for President Fallo as he has requested.

Accounts need to be re-named clearly indicating the purpose, the true use and also who is responsible.  All 6200 accounts need to be grouped together. Group all like lines together. Scholarship will need to be moved to a line alone.

Physical Education transportation blanket purchase order has gone over the limit for the last several years and the funds come from ASB. Harold has spoken with Tony Barbone, the new Athletic Director and was assured that things would be handled properly this year. Harold spoke with Dr. Fallo requesting the district transfer to ASB from Pioneer Theater income be increased. 

The Committee agreed to rename two guest accounts. Guest – Counseling to Counseling Services and Guest – Financial Aid/Scholarship to Scholarship. 

This account, 7620 will also need to be changed to the Foundation’s location number.
