IV. Funding Requests
A. On Course Workshop

Kathryn Romero gave the membership an overview of the request for the On Course workshop to be held at El Camino.  Attachment provided.  The request is for up to $2200.

B. Student Success Conference

Bill Cooper presented a request to fund the purchase of buttons for the students that will be attending the workshop.  The buttons are theme based on the True Colors model.  The request is for up to $534.

C. Chorale and Concert Choir Tour to Carnegie Hall

Kristie Blackburn presented a request to fund a portion of the costs for the Chorale and Concert Choir to travel to New York and perform at Carnegie Hall in March 2007.  The request is for up to $2500.

D. Chorale Participation in the Music Association of California Community 

Colleges Conference.

Kristie Blackburn presented a request to fund a portion of the costs for the Chorale to participate in the MACCC Conference this November in San Diego, CA.  The request is for up to $2400.

E. Forensics National Championships

Kristie Blackburn presented a request to fund a portion of the costs for the participation of the Forensics Team to go to Nationals this coming April  in Houston, Texas.  The request is for up to $4000.

F. Kristie Blackburn presented a request to increase the expenditures limit for 

the Community Orchestra and the Community Band.  The Fine Arts Division has increased ticket prices to cover the additional expenses and therefore will also guarantee added income of over $1750.  The request is to expand the budget expenses by $1750 and the income by $1750.

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After deliberations it was moved by Katie Gleason and seconded by Josie Cheung 


Approve $4000 for the Forensics Team to attend Nationals, $2450 for the Chorale 

to participate in the MACCC Conference and $535 for the buttons to be purchased for the Student Success Conference.  In addition the budget will be revised to increase the income portion of Fine Arts events by $1750 and increase the expenditures of the Community Orchestra & Community Band by $1750. Motion passed.  

The Board felt that it was the responsibility of the District to fund the Chorale to the Carnegie Hall event and the On Course Workshop.
