A scheduled meeting of the VTEA Deans & Directors Council convened at 8:00 a.m. in

Library 202.

The Minutes of March 21, 2000 were approved with the following changes: The application deadline to turn in VTEA proposals for Fiscal Year 2000-2001 is May 1, 2000. 

VTEA Survey Status
Arvid Spor informed participants on the VTEA survey status.  Approximately 12,500 vocational students will be surveyed during the week of May 8, 2000.  The surveys are expected to identify 2000-3000 additional VTEA eligible students.  The materials will be submitted to each division office and will be separated by class section number indicating the class name, instructor’s name, class size, and section number.  Limited number of pencils will also be provided.  Arvid Spor reported that there had been discussion to incorporate the survey questions into the El Camino College registration form.

VTEA Expenditure Status

Arvid Spor reminded all VTEA deans and directors to expend and encumber their funds by the purchasing deadline. 

Distribution of VTEA funds from Supplementary Services

There had been one application turned in for the previously offered additional VTEA funds. The Business Division submitted a request for $6,000 for instructional equipment purchase. The available amount was $18,000. 

One-Stop Computer Lab Upgrade

Linda Arroyo mentioned the urgency of the word processing lab upgrade at the One-Stop facilities.  The installation of Word 2000 is needed on all workstations since all business courses are now using this software for word processing.  Virginia Rapp mentioned the likelihood of the classes being canceled because the currently available software is not used at El Camino College or at the marketplace.  The possibility of using VTEA funds for this upgrade was mentioned.  Ron Way voiced concern over the use of VTEA funds at the one-stop.  Arvid Spor promised to research whether VTEA funds could be used off-campus.

Allocation of VTEA Funds for Fiscal Year 2000-2001

Arvid Spor announced that a committee consisting of 5 members would review the VTEA proposals. The five individuals will decide on funding allocation based on the guidelines of the VTEA eight required uses and VTEA core indicators.

Career Expo Video

The Workforce Education Office is sponsoring the production of a video to be recorded at the Career Expo. The funding for the making of this video comes from Tech Prep funds. The purpose of the video is to market El Camino College and its vocational education programs, capture the diversity of the campus, and interview people who are in non-traditional occupational roles. The video will be filmed during the Career Expo and it will include interviews with instructors, industry representatives, and students.

Locally approved programs

Linda Arroyo shared her findings on how other institutions call their locally approved programs (less than 18 units). Louis Sinopoli suggested the title “Skills Proficiency Certificates.” Such certificates would provide the employers with information on a measurable skill that the student has acquired. Both Linda Arroyo and Louis Sinopoli emphasized the importance of collaborative certification between the employer and the school.
